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For nearly 2½ hours
Friday, the highest-profile
criminal case in Cook
County was conducted
entirely behind closed
doors.

Reporters and specta-
tors were left to linger in
the hallway outside Judge
Vincent Gaughan’s court-
room while the judge
heard testimony about the
allegedly violent past of
Laquan McDonald, the
teen shot 16 times by
on-duty Chicago police
Officer Jason Van Dyke in
2014.

Hondurans’ protections revoked
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the payoff.
Legal experts had ques-

tioned Giuliani’s move to
reveal the new information,
which Trump himself af-
firmed in tweets on Thurs-
daymorning.

Their disclosures sug-
gested that Trump had lied
previously and possibly vio-
lated federal law on report-
ing campaign and personal
finances.

“He started yesterday,”
Trump said Friday of Giu-
liani, who actually joined

Trump’s team two weeks
ago. “He’ll get his facts
straight.He’s a great guy.”

Trump, speaking three
separate times to reporters
as he left for Dallas to
address a National Rifle
Association convention,
said Giuliani agrees with
him that the federal investi-
gation of Trump and his
associates is a “witch hunt.”
Yet even as Trump went on
to contest Giuliani’s other
statements, he declined to
specify which facts were
wrong or to clarify any
inaccuracies.

“Well, you’re going to
find out, because, youknow,
we’re going to give a full
list,” Trump said to report-
ers, adding that “there has
been a lot of misinforma-
tion, really.”

He went on: “I say, you
know what, learn before
you speak. It’s a lot easier.”

The president bristled
when a reporter asked why
he’d changed his story on
Daniels.

“I’m not changing any
stories,” he snapped. “All
I’m telling you is that this
country is right now run-
ning so smooth. And to be
bringing up that kind of
crap, and to be bringing up
witch hunts all the time —
that’s all you want to talk
about.”

Giuliani later issued a
statement “intended to
clarify the views I ex-
pressed over the past few
days.” It did little, however,
to change his original ver-
sion of events.

During the NRA speech

before a raucous and
friendly crowd, Trump
seizedonacommentsmade
earlier in the day by U.S.
District Judge T.S. Ellis in a
federal courthouse in Vir-
ginia, to reinforce his own
argument that special coun-
sel Robert Mueller and his
team are exceeding their
investigative mandate in a
desire to implicate the pres-
ident inwrongdoing.

Ellis seemed to side in a
court hearingwith Trump’s
former campaignchairman,
PaulManafort, who is chal-
lenging his indictments for
bank fraud and tax evasion.
Manafort argues that they
relate to his lobbying work
long before he joined the
Trump campaign and
therefore are unrelated to
Mueller’smandate to inves-
tigate Russian efforts to
manipulate the 2016 elec-
tion.

“On CNN, they have a
headline: ‘Judge in Mana-
fort case says Mueller’s aim
is to hurt Trump,’ ” Trump

said. “You believe that?” he
asked the vocally support-
ive audience, adding, “It’s
called awitch hunt.”

In Dallas on Friday,
months after the Parkland
school shootings in Florida,
Trump implored NRA
members to elect more Re-
publicans to Congress to
defend gun rights.

Trump claimed that
Democrats want to “outlaw
guns” and said if the nation
takes that drastic step, it
might as well ban all vans
and trucks because they are
the new weapons for “ma-
niac terrorists.”

“We will never give up
our freedom. We will live
free and we will die free,”
Trump said, as he sought to
rally pro-gun voters for the
2018 congressional elec-
tions. “We’ve got to do great
in ’18.”

One of the Parkland stu-
dent survivors, DavidHogg,
criticized Trump’s appear-
ance in advance. “It’s kind
of hypocritical of him to go

there after saying so many
politicians bow to the NRA
and are owned by them,”
Hogg said. “It proves that
his heart and his wallet are
in the sameplace.”

Trump rambled through
a number of topics at the
NRAeventbut steeredclear
of the Daniels payoff and
Giuliani’s remarks.

Giuliani had said the
president “didn’t know the
details” of the payments to
Daniels until the past two
weeks — a timeline that
could account for Trump’s
previous denial and failure
to report the expenditures.

In Friday’s clarification
statement, Giuliani wrote,
“My references to timing
were not describing my
understanding of the Presi-
dent’s knowledge, but in-
stead, my understanding of
thesematters.”

wound that caused damage
near one of his eyes.

The agent was not hit by
rifle fire. One of the sources
said 9 mm bullet casings,
presumably from the sus-
pect’s handgun, were found
by investigators. A Chicago
police officer returned fire
but didn’t hit anyone,
sources said.

The agent, in his late 20s,
is part of a strike force
formed last June to cut the
flow of illegal guns into
Chicago and crack down on
people repeatedly arrested
on gun charges. Twenty
ATF agents were assigned
to the task force, alongwith
a number of officers from
the Chicago Police Depart-
ment and the Illinois State
Police.

His shooting sparked a
massive manhunt and the
offer of a $61,000 reward.

“We will find you,” Chi-
cago police Superintendent
Eddie Johnson said at a
Friday afternoon news con-
ference. “We will knock on
every door, talk to every
witness, watch every piece
of video and analyze every
piece of evidence. Believe
me, you will not get away
with this.”

Noting that four officers
have been shot in a year, he
added, “Do you think that
escapes us? Because it
doesn’t.”

Chicago police spokes-
man Anthony Guglielmi
said the Back of the Yards
area will be on “lockdown”
through the weekendwhile
the hunt continues for the
gunman. “There’s a lot of
video we’ve got to comb
through, there’s some pri-

vatevideothat they’regoing
to comb through,” he said.

The FBI and ATF have
each offered $25,000
toward a reward for infor-
mation in the case. The U.S.
Marshals Service has com-
mitted $10,000 and com-
munity activist Andrew
Holmes $1,000.

Celinez Nunez, special
agent-in-charge of Chi-
cago’s ATF field office,
pleaded with the public “to
help us bring the assailants
who are responsible for this
to justice.”

“Agents were in the
neighborhood of the Back
of the Yards conducting
their investigation and do-
ing what they do every day
and protecting our commu-
nity when they were am-
bushed,” she said at the
news conference. “I was
born and raised here in
Chicago.”

InBackof theYards,ATF
agents have teamed with
Chicago police to investi-
gate gang-related rifle
shootings that have become
more commonover thepast
two years. The Tribune has
reported thatmore than 140
people were shot — 50 of
them fatally — from the fall
of 2016 to the endof 2017 by
gang members wielding ri-
fles as their use spread
across the South andSouth-
west sides.

Theareawhere the agent
was shot has been a strong-
hold of the Almighty Saints
gang formore than50years.
The gang typically has peo-
ple working security on
eachsideofablockbetween
Damen and Ashland ave-
nues, from 43rd to 47th
streets. They hide in dark
gangways or pull streetlight

wires to hide between cars,
keeping guns nearby.

The Almighty Saints tra-
ditionally feud with the La
Raza street gang, whose
members are mainly con-
centrated farther south in
Back of the Yards. But the
Saints have also been in
conflict with other gangs
fartherwest in theBrighton
Park community and sur-
rounding areas.

Officials said the agent
shot Friday was investigat-
ing illegal gun sales, but
they did not release details.

Officers with him ini-
tially planned to take him to
a fire station around the
corner but then decided to
drive to the hospital, calling
repeatedly for escorts to
clear the way, according to
Chicago police radio traffic.

“We need an escort. …
We’re going to the fire
station,”oneofficer radioed.

“We got shots fired by
police,” another officer said.
“We have an ATF agent
shot. He’s the one going to
the fire station right now.”

But the officers changed
their mind and decided to
head to Stroger. “I need an
escort to a (expletive) hos-
pital right now,” an officer
said. “Officer hit. We need
an escort to a hospital now.”

“He may be hit in the
head,” an officer radioed
seconds later. “We need
escort for CPD car. …We’re
going to Stroger.”

Neighbors close to the
shooting said they lost
count of the number of
shots fired.

Luz Campos, who lives
several houses down from
the shooting, was in her
kitchen tending to a toddler
when she heard what she
thought were fireworks.
“Then the cops were com-
ing,” she said.

Other neighbors said
they heard a barrage of
gunshots. Onewoman,who
wasasleeponacouch inher
front room, said she awoke
to continued gunfire. “We
just heard a lot of shots.”

Bysunrise,groupsofATF
agents and Chicago police
officers — at least two of
them high-ranking depart-
ment officials — walked up
and down 44th Street near
the shooting. Gusts of wind
shook yellow crime tape as
children with backpacks
headed to school.

Marcus Mondy,
35, was charged
Friday in a federal
criminal com-
plaintwithassault-
ing a federal em-
ployee by theDirk-
senU.S.Courthouseat219S.
Dearborn St., court records
show.

According to the com-
plaint, the victim, a paid
intern with the U.S. Pretrial
Services office, was walking
toward the courthouse en-
trance shortly before 2 p.m.
when Mondy struck her in
the right eye frombehind as
shewalked past him.

Mondy then pulled the
victim’s hair and threw her
to the sidewalk, “scratching
her face in the process,” the
complaint said.Aco-worker
who witnessed the attack
tried to stop Mondy, but he
fled down the steps to the
CTA Blue Line stop in front
of the courthouse.

The attackwas caught on
surveillance video, accord-
ing to thecomplaint.Mondy
was arrested Thursday, and
the victim later identified
him from an array of photo-
graphs shown to her by
federal agents, authorities
said.

Federal law enforcement
and Chicago police sources
said Friday that Mondy is
under investigation for an
attack on anotherwoman at
the Western Avenue Blue
Line stop during the morn-
ing rushhourMonday.

According to a communi-
ty alert issued by police, the
woman had gotten off a
westbound train at 430 S.
Western Ave. in the Lawn-
dale neighborhood shortly

before 8:30 a.m. She was
walking on the platform
when a man ran up behind
her andpushedher onto the
tracks below, authorities
said. She suffered only mi-
nor injuries.

Surveillance images is-
suedwith thealert aswell as
a detailed description of the
attacker appear to match
Mondy. The alert also noted
that the attacker was wear-
ing mismatched shoes.
Mondy was wearing mis-
matchedshoesat the timeof

his arrest, accord-
ing to a source.

Mondy had not
been charged with
the CTA assault as
of Friday.

Mondy ap-
peared Thursday
night before U.S.
Magistrate Judge
Jeffrey Gilbert,
who ordered him

held in custody pending a
detention hearing on Tues-
day, court records show. In
court, Mondy also ex-
pressed a “desire and need”
for a psychiatric evaluation
and told the judge he’s
takinganumberofprescrip-
tion medications, according
to court records.

The federal charge
against Mondy marked the
latest in a string of at least 14
arrests over past two years,
including several involving
alleged assaults aroundChi-
cago’s Loop district, police
records show.

According to the Cook
County sheriff ’s office,
Mondy spent about a week
in jail on a battery charge
last month before the case
was dropped and he was
released on April 26 — days
before the attack on the
CTA.

Mondy was also arrested
and charged earlier in April
with amisdemeanorbattery
on the O’Hare Blue Line
platform, records show.
That case was also dis-
missed on Mondy’s first
court date.

Mondy’s most serious
conviction came in 2013
whenhewas foundguilty of
felony assault of a police
officer and sentenced to
three years in state prison,
according to court records.

A former mayor of He-
bron, a small village just
south of the Illinois-Wis-
consin border, is scheduled
to go on trial Monday in
McHenry County on felony
drug andweapons charges.

John Jacobson, 71, was
still mayor in 2016 when he
was charged with pos-
session of a firearm on a
revoked owner’s identifica-
tion card and possession of
a controlled substance.

Healsowaschargedwith

twomisdemeanor counts of
illegal possession of ammu-
nition without a firearm
owner’s identification card
and possession of drug
paraphernalia, according to
documents filed in the
McHenry County court-
house.

In March 2016, police
responded to Jacobson’s
home after a young woman
called paramedics saying he
had been drinking and
smoking crack throughout
the night and was unre-
sponsive and turning blue,
authorities said. Jacobson

was taken toahos-
pitalwherehewas
treated and re-
leased.

Police returned
to his home later
that day with a
search warrant
and found less
than 1 gram of co-
caine, two crack
pipes, a shotgunandammu-
nition, according to a news
release issued at the time by
the McHenry County sher-
iff’s department.

Though there was much
outcry, and petitions circu-

lated calling for
him to step down
as mayor,
Jacobson refused.
He lost his bid for
re-election in 2017.
Jacobson, who
had lived in the
village for several
decades, ex-
pressed his love

forHebron and spoke of his
many accomplishments
during his time in office,
including the opening of a
newDollarGeneral store.

After his arrest, Jacobson
said hewas in treatment for

drugandalcoholdependen-
cy,goingtochurchregularly
and turning his life around.

Jacobson and his attor-
neys did not return calls for
comment on the upcoming
trial. Prosecutors declined
to comment.

When elected in 2013 by
defeating longtime Mayor
Frank Beatty, Jacobson had
been facing a 2011 misde-
meanor driving under the
influence charge and a 2013
felony drug charge in
McHenry County for pos-
session of crack cocaine.

He later pleaded guilty to

a lessermisdemeanor in the
drug case and was sen-
tenced to one year condi-
tional discharge. He was
found not guilty in the DUI
case, according to court
documents.

Before the notoriety
brought on by Jacobson’s
arrest, the tiny farming vil-
lage and its 1,200 residents
were likely best known for
their high school winning
the 1952 state basketball
tournament.

MayorRahmEmanuel is
enlisting the city trucks
that roam Chicago streets
booting parked cars to also
try to identify stolen vehi-
cles.

Cameras on 26 Finance
Department “booter vehi-
cles” already read license
plates to see if cars should
getbooted forunpaid tick-
ets. Now, they’re also
scanning to see if the
plates match cars that

havebeenreported stolen,
according to the mayor’s
office. Plate numbers are
being fed to the city’s
Office of Emergency
Management and Com-
munications database of
stolen cars and other
crimes. Any matches are
passed on to police.

The mayor is currently
dealing with a surge in
carjackings that are some-
times occurring in trendy
neighborhoods in and
around downtown. He
talked about the camera

technology as away tohelp
curb those crimes, though
the trucks won’t be able to
stop carjackings but simply
locate stolen cars parked
on city streets.

“As part of our mission
to prevent car jackings
and cars from being
stolen, we must also take
action to help ensure ve-
hicles can be returned to
their owners,” Emanuel
said in a news release. “By
harnessing an existing
cityprocess,weare able to
more quickly identify

stolen vehicles on streets
throughout Chicago, re-
turning them to their
owners and preventing
these vehicles from being
involved in other violent
crimes.”

The “booter vehicles”
have been feeding stolen
car information since
March, and have hadmore
than 190 hits from the
stolen vehicle list, accord-
ing to themayor’s office.

City trucks to scan plates for stolen cars

As a top Israeli diplomat
in Chicago, Itay Milner is
used to engagingwith peo-
ple who disagree with his
home country’s policies.

And being a former sol-
dier in the Israeli army’s
artillery unit, Milner said
he doesn’t spook easily.

But the 36-year-old said
he felt personally attacked
and scared Thursday night
when, he alleges, an Uber
driver began cursing and
ejected him from a vehicle
on a busy road after the
driver heard him speaking
Hebrew.

Milner, Israel’s deputy
consul general to the Mid-
west, documented his ex-
perience on social media
after the ride that left him
shaken up.

It was about 6 p.m. and
raining when, Milner says,
he was kicked out of the
Uber on Lower Wacker
Drive near Michigan Ave-
nue, he said.

“Iwas just thrownout of
an #uber in the middle of
the highway only because I
answered my phone in my
mother” tongue, Milner
wrote in his initial Face-
book post, which had gar-
nered more than 1,300
shares by Friday.

In the Facebook post he
goes on to state, “10 min-
utes into my ride and with
no prior interaction be-
tween the driver and my-
self, it took only twowords
inHebrew to getmy driver

(to) start yelling atme.”
In aTwitter post,Milner

wrote, “Can’t believe this is
happening inAmerica.”

Uber replied to Milner
on Twitter, stating, “We
take this very seriously.
Please send us a PM with
your email address so we
can confirm it ASAP.”

An Uber spokeswoman
said in an email Friday that
it removed the driver’s ac-
cess to the app — meaning
the driver can’t pick up
riders or otherwise drive
for the company — as soon
as itwasmade aware of the
allegations.

In a phone interview
Friday, Milner said he was
shocked when the driver

became so angry at him.
Thedriver toldMilner that
hearing the Hebrew set
himoff,Milner said.

After finding another
way home, Milner said he
decided to publicize the
situation to show that it
was unacceptable.

“I have to use my influ-
ence andmystatus tomake
sure something like this
never happens again be-
cause if it happened to me,
it can happen to anyone,”
Milner said.

In the wake of the al-
leged incident, the Mid-
west branch of the Anti-
Defamation League also
took to socialmedia stating
on Twitter: “This hate has

noplace in our community.
We’re glad that@Uber has
suspended the individual
pending an investigation
andhope that theyarriveat
the appropriate conclu-
sion.”

Milner said he has been
overwhelmed by hundreds
of messages of support.
Some people are even of-
fering to drive himaround.

“It’s heartwarming to
see thecommunity, not just
the Jewish community,
come together.”

Milner said he has not
had time to file a police
report yet but plans to in
the coming days.

Diplomat: Speaking Hebrew
led to ejection from Uber

Itay Milner, 36, Israel’s deputy consul general to the Midwest, says an Uber driver kicked
him out of a car Thursday evening on Lower Wacker Drive near Michigan Avenue.
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Even though he knew
there was a signed plea
agreement, Marvin Clinton
said Friday he was hesitant
to believe Darren Vann
would admit his guilt to the
murder of Clinton’s fiancee
and six other women until
Vann said the words him-
self.

“This guy is so unpre-
dictable,” Clinton said.

On Friday morning in
Lake County, Ind., Superior
Court, Judge Samuel Cap-
pas asked the 47-year-old
Vann howhe pleaded to the
seven counts of murder.
Onebyone, aftereachcount
was read, Vann replied:
“Guilty.”

Vannhadbeenscheduled
to go on trial this fall in the
deaths of Afrikka Hardy, 19,
of Chicago, and Anith
Jones, 35, ofMerrillville.

Hardy’s body was found
in October 2014 in a motel
bathtub inHammond.Vann
told police, authorities said
then, that she began to fight
with him during sex. He
strangled her with his
hands while wearing gloves
and then used an extension
cord before placing her in
the bathtub and leaving,
police said.

Vann told police he killed
Jones for $300 and two
eight-balls of crack cocaine,
according to court records.
Hearrangedtomeetherata
house that was for sale to
have sex, before he used a

cord to strangle her. After
killing her in Merrillville,
Vann told police, he moved
her body in a garbage can to
an abandoned house in
Gary,where shewas found.

“It took five minutes for
her to die,”Vann told police.

Prosecutors were seek-
ing the death penalty
against Vann, but that puni-
shmentwasdroppedaspart
of his plea agreement.

The agreement recom-
mended that Vann be sen-
tenced to life in prison
without the possibility of
parole on each count, to be
served concurrently. He is
set to be sentencedMay 25.

Vann gave one-word an-
swers to Cappas on Friday
as the judge asked whether
heunderstood all the terms.

The deal merges Vann’s
case for Hardy’s and Jones’
slayings with a case accus-
ing him of murdering five

other
women:
Teair a
Batey, 28,
of Gary;
Tracy
Martin,
41, of
Gary;
Kristine
Williams,

36, of Gary; Sonya Bil-
lingsley, 52, of Gary; and
Tanya Gatlin, 27, of High-
land.

Prosecutors agreed “to
refrain” from filing other
charges against Vann in
Lake County unless the
charge is “related to ahomi-
cide,” the deal states. If that
were to happen, “the state
will refrain from filing the
death penalty,” according to
the agreement.

Prosecutors said they
alsowill dismiss Vann’s two
other pending cases in Lake

County. Vann was facing
charges in the February
2014 rape of an Illinois
woman and for allegedly
throwing his urine and fe-
ces at an officer when he
was brought lunch in his
cell in February 2016.

Clinton, Batey’s fiance,
sat with Martin’s mother,
Linda Felinski, and aunt
Barbara Dufresne in the
front row of the courtroom
Friday behind Vann. Clin-
tonwas teary-eyedashe left
the courtroom later.

“As far as today goes, I
think it’s kind of a bitter
relief off of us,”Clinton said.

who joined employees from
the prosecutor’s office to
attend the hearing. “We are
pleased, and hopefully it
will bring some of these
families closure,” she said.

After Vann was arrested
in 2014, he admitted to
killing“several”womenand
led police to their bodies in
abandoned houses in Gary,
the agreement states.

Carter noted the plea
agreement Friday only ap-
plies to Lake County, and
the deal makes no mention
of any other possible vic-
tims.

Clinton and Felinski said
they were relieved not to
have to go through a trial
and “hear the details all
over again.”

“I think this is the best
route,” Clinton said.

Indiana man pleads guilty to 7 murders
In plea deal, prosecutors won’t seek
death penalty for women’s slayings

Vann
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ing haven in the United
States, from recent federal
travel bans to moratoriums
on refugee resettlement to
derogatory comments re-
portedly made by President
Donald Trump earlier this
year regarding African na-
tions,Haiti andEl Salvador.

The girls and the writer
talked of learning English
and trying to assimilate
while still missing their
homelands. They discussed
struggling with unan-
swered questions about the
turmoil and suffering that
continues in the countries
where theywere born.

And the students spoke
of how they connected to
“How Dare the Sun Rise,”
co-authored by journalist
Abigail Pesta. The book
stirred memories like inter-
viewing at the United Na-
tions, fearing a first trip on
an airplane, teaching par-
ents about American cul-
ture and struggling for
words in a non-native
tongue.

As thegirlsclutchedtheir
copies of her memoir —
which recently made the
Chicago Public Library’s
Best of the Best Books for
Teens list — 23-year-old
Uwiringiyimana asked
what they would change
about their own experience
arriving here.

“Money,” one girl said.
“Friends,” another

replied.
“To be normal,” a third

girl answered.
Uwiringiyimana nodded.

And she often described
similar emotions during
speeches to theirclassmates
throughout the school day.

“It was feeling like you
didn’t belong in thisplace.…
You’re here now and things
are supposed to be better,”
she said during one speech.
“But just because you’re
resettled, that doesn’t mean
that you forget everything
that you’ve just been
through.”

days of school were a per-
plexing blur, but I remember
the feeling clearly: pure mi-
sery. I looked different from
the other students with my
buzz-cut hair and used
clothes, andIwanteddesper-
ately to blend in.

The book club girls were
a flurry of questions as they
prepared for the arrival of
thewriter, who by then had
becomeabitofacelebrity to
them:

Whowasher rolemodel?
How did she make friends?
What was her dream as a
child? What kind of movies

and music and television
showsdoes she like?

Theynervouslypracticed
brief speeches theywrote to
introduce her to their class-
mates.

And they repeated Uw-
ir-ing-i-yi-ma-na over and
over again, trying to pro-
nounce the author’s name
just right.

“This is your thing, own
it,” their English as a second
language teacher, Katie
Luehrs, kept telling them as
they decorated the school
library with photos of the
author and a homemade
welcomebanner.

Luehrs was so moved
after reading “How Dare
the Sun Rise” that she had
to share it with the girls, all
English language learners,
so she formed thebook club
inMarch.More than half of
the seventh- and eighth-
graders in the club are
refugees, and almost all are
immigrants.

“I wanted them to have a
strong, independent female
role model,” she said,
“somebody who’s an immi-
grant and a minority, some-
body that came here and
didn’t speak any English at
their age. … They need to
read abookby someone like
them.”

Then the girls started
reading ahead of the group.
A few teared up at themost
sorrowful chapters. They
even met at the Glen Ellyn
Public Library while on
spring break, to avoid miss-
ing a book club session
during the vacation.

Theschoolboughtcopies

of the book for each of the
girls, and a local nonprofit,
the Glen Ellyn Children’s
Resource Center, raised
money to pay for the au-
thor’s travel, meals and ac-
commodations.

For Smriti Aryal, a ref-
ugee from Nepal, the book
club provides a space to
share common struggles
without explanation or em-
barrassment.

“I don’t knowtheword—
empathy?” she said. “You
can share your feelingswith
them.”

And the memoir soon
spurred new conversations,
duringbookclubsessionsas
well as at home.

Madaleno Ayti shared

the story with her father,
who began talking more
about the life and relatives
they left behind in Ethiopia,
amid the Ethiopian-Eri-
trean border clash.

Manymentioned longing
to return and visit the vil-
lages where they were born
and raised.

Ngun Eng said shewants
tobecomeadoctor, perhaps
an anesthesiologist, and
help provide treatment
back inMyanmar (formerly
Burma), where minority
groups are often denied
medical care.

Diljot Kaur hopes to be a
lawyer or a judge, one day
going back to her village in
India to establish schools.

Jenny Sui Par, a Burmese
refugee, recalled her child-
hood in Malaysia, where
sheandother childrenwere
not allowed to play outside
for fear of kidnapping by
traffickers.

Now she feels safe.
“I can relate,” SuiPar said

of the book. “My family
came here to have a happy
life too.”

Forging
conversations

Chapter 28: I had experi-
encednightmares in thepast,
but they began to grow
stronger — shattering im-
ages flooding back from the
massacre. I would wake up

screaming.
As Uwiringiyimana

spoke to about three dozen
students in the school li-
brary, the book club girls sat
in the back two rows, occa-
sionally nodding or smiling
softly.

“I meet communities
who are like, ‘Oh Sandra,
you’re so brave for shar-
ing,’ ” she said. “But they
also happen to be the same
communities that have ref-
ugees but don’t reach out to
them, don’t ask them how
they are and how they got
here.”

A few years ago, she said,
she wasn’t an author trav-
eling and speaking to
crowds about her journey.

“I was just a kid in
Rochester, N.Y., struggling
to fit in, just dying for
someone to approach me
and include me and make
me feel welcome,” she said.
“Something as simple as
just sitting with someone at
lunch andmaking them feel
that you really care that
they’re here, that they’re
alive, that could mean so
much. There’s probably like
10 Sandras in your commu-
nity.”

The girls in the book club
are aware of some of the
political resistance to immi-
grants and refugees on a
national level. Roughly
10,500 refugees entered the
United States from Oct. 1,
2017, to March 31, 2018, a
drastic decrease from
39,100 during the same pe-
riod a year earlier, accord-
ing to the Pew Research
Center.

Mang Lun, also a
Burmese refugeewho came
from Malaysia, said she
sometimes feels guilty.

“It kind of bothers me,”
she said. “You can make it
here, but there’s so many
that can’tmake it to a better
place.”

The girls in the book club
talk about what they hope
their classmates will learn
from Uwiringiyimana’s
talks. “Not everyone has an
easy life,” one said.

“To not judge, you don’t
know what everyone is go-
ing through,” another girl
added.

“To ask questions,” a
third girl said.

One classmate raised her
hand after Uwiringiyi-
mana’s speech, asking what
message she would share
with young people.

“You’remuchmore pow-
erful than you think,” the
authorsaid. “Youcanforgea
lot of conversations, help
open up … minds, and edu-
cate them about things they
wouldn’t otherwise know.”

inadmissible evidence”
wouldbediscussed,McMa-
hon argued, the hearing
should be closed to prevent
possibly prejudicing poten-
tial jurors.

Gaughan has said he
plans for the trial to take
place sometime this sum-
mer, thoughnospecificdate
has been announced.

Attorneys representing
several news outlets, in-
cluding the Chicago Trib-
une, objected to the judge
holding court without the
public or the news media
present.

On Friday, attorney Ga-
briel Fuentes, who repre-
sents the owners ofWBEZ-
FM 91.5, told the judge that
Van Dyke’s lawyers had
already described the wit-
nesses’ potential testimony
at a public hearing in Janu-
ary.

“The information, again,
is at least largely in the
public domain already,” he
said. “No basis has been
asserted for why it could be
that holding this hearing in
public would create a sub-
stantial probability of preju-
dicing the defendant’s fair
trial right.”

After the brief arguments
had ended, Gaughan pro-
duced a 10-page written
order laying out his justifi-
cation for closing the hear-
ing.

The judge cited concern
about Van Dyke’s right to a
fair trial aswell as the safety
of thewitnesses.

“If ... someone finds out
you’re going tobecalledas a
witness in the Jason Van

Dyke trial, it is not beyond
the realm of possibility that
you’re either going to be
ostracized, that you’ll be
intimidated or youmight be
harmed,” the judge said
from the bench.

Such secrecy has long
been the style ofGaughan, a
veteranofhigh-profile trials
with defendants such as
singer R. Kelly and the
Brown’s Chicken massacre
suspects. Gaughan, 76, has
been a judge for 27 years,
much of that time at the
Leighton Criminal Court
Building, Cook County’s
main criminal courthouse.

Inadditiontothe lengthy,
off-the-record discussions
with the lawyers in the Van
Dyke case, Gaughan has
taken further measures to
keep the parties from dis-
cussing the case in public,
issuing in effect a “gag”
order on not only the law-
yers but also anyone re-
motely involved with the
case.

In addition, he wields
tight control over public
court filings by lawyers in
the case, keeping them in
his chambers until he de-
cides whether the circuit
clerk’s office can make the
recordspublic—unheardof
for any other judge at the
courthouse.

On Friday, Gaughan
clearedhis fifth-floor court-
roomof reporters and spec-
tators at about 11:30 a.m.
The hearing is believed to
have begun about 15 min-
utes later.

The judge was expected
to hear from several wit-
nesses about McDonald’s
alleged propensity for vi-

olence in order to decide
howmuch of the testimony
hewould allow at trial.

Gaughan indicated that
transcripts of the closed
proceeding wouldn’t be
made public until after the
trial.

Under Illinois law, attor-
neys can attempt to present
evidence of a victim’s vi-
olent character or history to
prove that the defendant
acted in self-defense. Van
Dyke’s lawyer has said his
client feared for his life.

Video of the October
2014 shooting — released
more than a year later by
court order — showed Van
Dyke opening fire within
seconds of exitinghis police
SUV as McDonald walked
away from police with a
knife in his hand. That
contradicted written re-
ports by Van Dyke and
several other officers who
contended McDonald

lungedatVanDykewith the
knife.

The video has sparked a
crisis for the Police Depart-
ment and Mayor Rahm
Emanuel. The mayor fired
then-police Superintendent
Garry McCarthy, who is
now seeking to unseat
Emanuel from office. The
U.S. Department of Justice
issued a scathing report
finding that Chicago police
officerswere poorly trained
and quick to use excessive
and even deadly forcewith-
out facing consequences.

When Gaughan gave the
order Friday to clear the
courtroom, only about five
spectators had to leave. A
handful of reporters waited
in a hallway outside the
courtroom for the closed-
door hearing to end.

Periodically, sheriff ’s
deputies escorted the pre-
sumed witnesses from the
courtroom into nearby el-

evators. Green-uniformed
members of the sheriff’s
Emergency Response
Team, who are called in for
potentially high-risk situa-
tions, were stationed in the
hallway.

It is unknown howmany
witnesses testified. Van
Dyke’s lead attorney, Daniel
Herbert, said after thehear-
ing that the judge had is-
sued rulings, but he did not
provide detail.

Van Dyke, wearing a
bulletproof vest, walked out
of the courtroom at about
2:10 p.m., flanked by sher-
iff’s deputies and his attor-
neys.

In his written decision
closing the hearing,
Gaughan frequently re-
ferred to a state Appellate
Court ruling that found he
was within his rights when
he made similar moves be-
fore the trialofR.Kelly,who
was acquitted of child por-

nography charges 10 years
ago.

Before clearing the
courtroomFridayof specta-
tors and reporters, attor-
neys updated Gaughan on
their preparations for the
trial. The two sides have
exchanged lists of questions
they want to ask potential
jurors. Prosecutors have
identified 16 potential ex-
pert witnesses they would
like to call at trial, the
defense team revealed.

In addition, Van Dyke’s
lawyers said a researcher
they hired for a motion to
move the trial outside Cook
County because of exten-
sive publicity has said his
report cannot be completed
this month, a development
that irritatedGaughan.

“He can expedite this or
we’re going to leave him in
the dust,” the judge said.

Public barred from
Van Dyke hearing
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The Trump administra-
tion says it will strip legal
protections for 86,000
Hondurans who live in the
United States, the latest
group of longtime residents
who now face the prospect
of deportation back to their
troubled home countries.

Kirstjen Nielsen, the
Homeland Security secre-
tary, on Friday announced
the end of temporary pro-
tected status for Honduras,
saying that conditions there
have improved and that the
Central American nation
can safely accommodate its
returning citizens.

The status, which had
been set to expire July 5,
will beextendeduntil Janu-
ary2020 togiveHondurans
time to prepare.

Temporary status was
created by Congress to pro-
vide a haven for people
living illegally in the U.S.
whose home countries suf-
fered wars or natural disas-
ters. The protections were
extended to Hondurans in
January 1999, two months
after Hurricane Mitch
swept through the country,
killing 7,000 people and
leaving 1.4 million others
homeless.

Past administrations re-
peatedly extended the pro-
gram for countries like
Honduras that continue to
struggle with extreme vi-
olence and chronic political
instability. In the most re-
cent extension, in 2016, the
U.S. saidHonduraswas still
suffering effects from
Mitch and other disasters.

But the Trump adminis-

tration has been stricter,
insisting that the program
shouldn’t be a permanent
pass to stay in theU.S.

The administration has
also ended protections for
El Salvador, Haiti, Nicara-
gua, Sudan and Nepal. The
program was extended for
South Sudan, still riven by a
civil war.

The administration has
orderedmore than 300,000
people from those coun-
tries to return to their
homelands over the next
two and a half years.

Administration officials
have said they would work
with Congress to pass laws
to legalize the status of
longtimeU.S. residentswho
have put down roots and
raised families.

But immigrant advocates
say that the administration
has made no push to move

bills languishing in Con-
gress.

In explaining the latest
decision, Department of
Homeland Security offi-
cials released a statement
saying: “Based on careful
consideration of available
information, including rec-
ommendations received as
part of an inter-agency con-
sultationprocess, the secre-
tary determined that the
disruption of living condi-
tions in Honduras from
Hurricane Mitch that
served as the basis for its
TPS designation has de-
creased to a degree that it
should no longer be re-
garded as substantial.”

Government officials in
Honduras, immigration ad-
vocates in the U.S. and
Democratic members of
Congress had lobbied the
administration to make an

exception for the troubled
Central American nation,
which has one of the high-
est homicide rates in the
world, high rates of vi-
olence against women and
widespread corruption.

The country’s problems
haveonly intensifiedsincea
recent presidential election
viewed as fraudulent.

“It is inhumane and un-
conscionable to forcibly de-
port them to an unsafe
country and may put their
lives in jeopardy,” saidVicki
Gass, senior policy adviser
for Oxfam, a global advo-
cacy group.

Advocates say ending the
protections now will be
devastating for people who
have been building lives in
theU.S. for two decades.

Hondurans covered by
temporary status have an
estimated 53,500 children

born here. Many work in
construction and in child
care, with high concentra-
tions living near Houston,
NewYork andLosAngeles.

Jeanne Atkinson, execu-
tive director of the Catholic
Legal Immigration Net-
work, was one of six advo-
cateswhometwithNielsen
onWednesday, arguing that
conditions in Honduras
were too dangerous to
think of ending the pro-
gram. She said the Trump
administration’s strict read-
ing of the TPS statutes is
part of its overall crack-
down on immigrants and
refugees.

“We’re hearing children
being called ‘loopholes,’ ”
she said.

Unlike other countries
that have lost TPS status,
the government of Hon-
duras enjoys good relations

with the Trump adminis-
tration.Honduras andGua-
temala were among a small
handful of countries that
votedwith theU.S. against a
United Nations resolution
condemning Trump’s deci-
sion torecognizeJerusalem
as the capital of Israel.

SomeHonduran officials
had hoped those votes
would curry favor with
Trumpandhelpwin anoth-
er renewalof the temporary
protections.

Honduran deputy for-
eign minister Jose Isaias
Barahona said this week
that ending the TPS pro-
gram for Honduras would
hurt the economies of both
countries, noting thatmany
Hondurans in the U.S. send
millions of dollars home as
well as payU.S. taxes.

Hondurans face end of temporary status
Immigrant group
is latest targeted
by White House

Thousands of Hondurans were granted temporary protected status in 1999, shielding them from deportation, after Hurricane Mitch slammed their coun-
try and killed 10,000.
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ALEXANDRIA, Va. — A
federal judge on Friday
asked pointed questions
about special counsel
Robert Mueller’s authority
to bring charges against
former Trump campaign
chairman Paul Manafort
and suggested that prose-
cutors’ true motive is get-
ting Manafort to “sing”
against the president.

Manafort’s lawyers ar-
gued at a hearing in Al-
exandria that the tax and
bank fraud charges are far
afield fromMueller’s man-
date to investigate Russian
meddling in the 2016 elec-
tionandwhetheranycollu-
sion occurred.

“I don’t see what rela-
tionship this indictment
has with what the special
counsel is investigating,”
U.S. Senior Judge T.S. Ellis
III, a Reagan appointee,
told government lawyers at
Friday’s hearing.

The Virginia indictment
allegesManaforthid tensof
millions of dollars he
earned advising pro-Russia
politicians in Ukraine from
the Internal Revenue Serv-
ice, all occurring years be-
fore Donald Trump ran for
president.

Under questioning from
Ellis, government lawyers
admitted that Manafort
had been under investiga-
tion for years in theEastern
District of Virginia before
Mueller was appointed
special counsel.

Ellis said it was implau-
sible to think that the
charges against Manafort,
which primarily concern
his business dealings and

tax returns from about
2005 through 2015, could
have a real connection to
Trump’s 2016 presidential
campaign.

Ellis suggested the real
reason Mueller is pursuing
Manafort is topressurehim
to “sing” against Trump,
though he also noted that
such a strategy is a “time-
honored practice” for pros-
ecutors and not necessarily
illegal.

Ellis went on to say that
defense lawyers are natu-
rally concerned that de-
fendants in that situation
will not only sing but “com-
pose” — meaning that
they’llmake up facts.

“You really care about
wanting information you
could get from Mr. Mana-
fort thatwouldrelate toMr.
Trump and lead to his
prosecution, or impeach-
ment, or whatever,” Ellis
said.

Government lawyer
Michael Dreeben said the
special counsel’s mandate
is broad, and thatManafort
fits within that jurisdiction
because of his connections
to both the Trump cam-
paign and toUkrainian and
Russian officials.

“We needed to under-
stand and explore those
relationships and follow
the money where it led,”
Dreeben said.

Dreebenalsoarguedthat
theJusticeDepartmenthas
broad discretion to set its
own rules for what should
bedesignated to the special
counsel’s jurisdiction, and
that a judge has no role
trying to regulate it.

“We are the Justice De-
partment,” Dreeben said of
the special counsel’s office.

“We are not separate from
the JusticeDepartment.”

That argument pro-
voked Ellis’ ire and
prompted him to question
the wisdom of granting
unfettered power to a spe-
cial counsel with a $10
million budget.

“I’m sure you’re sensi-
tive to the fact that the
American people feel
pretty strongly about no
one having unfettered
power,” Ellis said.

He asked Dreeben
whether the special coun-
sel had already blown
through its $10 million
budget; Dreeben declined
to answer.

Manafort’s lawyer,Kevin
Downing, has argued that a
special counsel should be
tightly constrained in how
it operates. He noted that
the law authorizing the
special counsel was passed
to replace the old inde-
pendent counsel law,
which was derided for al-
lowing overbroad, years-
long investigations during
the Reagan and Clinton
administrations.

Downing has argued
that the charges should be
dismissed ifMueller lacked
authority to bring them.
Ellis, though, suggested an-
other remedy would be to
simply hand the case back
to regular federal prose-
cutors.

Ellis withheld ruling on
the motion and will issue a
written ruling at a later
date.

Manafort is also facing a
broader indictment in the
District of Columbia,
where the special counsel
has brought the bulk of
charges.

Manafort pressed
to ‘sing’ on Trump

PAHOA, Hawaii — The
Kilauea volcano sent more
lava intoHawaii communi-
ties Friday, a day after
forcing more than 1,500
people to flee from their
mountainside homes, and
authorities detected high
levels of sulfur gas that
could threaten the elderly
and people with breathing
problems.

After a week of earth-
quakes and warnings, the
eruption that beganThurs-
day threw lava into the sky
from a crack in a road and
sent another line of molten
rock snaking through a
forest. On Friday, the activ-
ity continued, with reports
of lava spurting fromvolca-
nic vents on two streets.
Areas downhill from the
vents were at risk of being
covered up.

The community of
Leilani Estates near the
town of Pahoa on the Big
Islandappeared tobe in the
greatest danger. Author-
ities also ordered an evacu-
ation of Lanipuna Gardens,
a smaller,more rural subdi-
vision. But scientists said
new vents could form, and
it was impossible to know
where.

Civil defense officials
cautioned the public about
high levels of sulfurdioxide
near the volcano and urged
vulnerable people to leave
immediately. Exposure to
the gas can cause irritation
or burns, sore throats,
runny noses, burning eyes
and coughing.

Maija Stenback began to
get nervous when she no-
ticed cracks in the streets
near her home. On Thurs-
day, she shot video of the
lava as it bubbled and
splattered across a street
about six blocks from her
house.

“You can feel it all the
way into the core of your
being,” she said. “It’s just
that roaring and unbeliev-
able power of the lava
bubblingupand spittingup
into the air.”

Stenback, her daughter
and grandchildren packed
as much as they could into
their car.

“I have lived through a
lot of lava flows here, but
never this close before,”
Stenback said.

There were no immedi-
ate reports of injuries, but
at least 100 people were
staying in shelters Friday,
with many more evacuees
believed to be with rela-
tives and friends.

TheHawaii governor ac-
tivated the National Guard
to help with evacuations
and provide security to
about 770 structures in
Leilani Estates and 130 lots
in Lanipuna Gardens left
empty when residents
sought shelter.

Kilauea has erupted pe-
riodically for decades, and
scientists said they have no
way of predicting how long
the eruptionwill continue.

A key factor will be
whetheramagmareservoir
at the summit starts to
drain in response to the
eruption, which has not
happened yet, said Asta
Miklius, a geophysicist
with the U.S. Geological
Survey’s Hawaiian Volcano
Observatory.

“There is quite a bit of

magma in the system. It
won’t be just an hours-long
eruption probably, but how
long it will last will depend
on whether the summit
magma reservoir gets in-
volved. And so we are
watching that very, very
closely,”Miklius said.

The geological survey on
Thursday raised the vol-
cano’salert level towarning
status, the highest possible,
meaning a hazardous erup-
tion was imminent, under-
way or expected.

HenryCalio said the first
sign that something might
be wrong happened when
cracks emerged in the
driveway of his home in
Leilani Estates. His wife,
Stella, then received a call
from an official who told
them to get out immedi-
ately.

The two feared they
might lose their house.

“This is our retirement
dream,”HenryCalio said.

Kilauea’s Pu’u O’o crater
floor began to collapse
Monday, triggering the
earthquakes and pushing
the lava into new under-
ground chambers. The col-
lapse caused magma to
push more than 10 miles
downslope toward the
populated southeast coast-
line of the island.

The magma later
crossed under Highway
130, which leads to a popu-
lar volcano access point.
Civil defense authorities
closed the area to visitors.

U.S. GEOLOGICAL SURVEY
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DES MOINES, Iowa —
IowaGov.KimReynoldson
Friday signed a law ban-
ning most abortions if a

The Republican gover-
nor signed the legislation in
her formal office at the
state Capitol as protesters
gathered outside chanting,
“Mybody,my choice!”

Reynolds acknowledged

down.” Reynolds has previ-
ously said she was “proud
to be pro-life.”

The ban, set to take
effect on July 1, has pro-
pelled Iowa to the front of a
push among conservative
statehouses jockeying to
enact restrictive regula-
tions on the medical pro-
cedure.

Mississippi passed a law
earlier this year banning
abortions after 15 weeks of
pregnancy, but it’s on hold
after a court challenge.

The Iowa law provides
for some exemptions that
allow abortions during a

later pregnancy stage to
save a pregnant woman’s
life or in some cases of rape
and incest.

The bill signing came
shortly after the Iowa affili-
ates ofPlannedParenthood
and the American Civil
Liberties Union warned
that they would sue the
governor if she signed the
bill, which the Republican-
controlled Legislature
quickly approved in after-
hours votes earlier in the
week.

Critics have argued the
bill would ban abortions
before somewomenwould
even know that they’re
pregnant.

Court vacatesKennedy cousin
Skakel’smurder conviction

HARTFORD, Conn. —
In a stunning reversal, the
Connecticut Supreme
Court on Friday over-
turned Kennedy cousin
Michael Skakel’s murder
conviction in the 1975
bludgeoningdeathofagirl
inwealthyGreenwich.

The high court issued a
4-3 ruling that Skakel’s
trial attorney failed to pre-
sent evidence of an alibi.
The samecourt inDecem-
ber 2016 had reinstated
Skakel’s conviction after a
lower court ordered anew

trial, citingmistakesby the
trial attorney.

Skakel, a nephew of
Robert F. Kennedy’s wid-
ow, Ethel Kennedy, was
convicted of murder in
2002 in the death of
Martha Moxley in 1975
when they were teen-
agers. He was sentenced
to20years to life inprison,
but was freed on $1.2
millionbail after serving11
years behind bars when
the lower court over-
turned hismurder convic-
tion in 2013.

ARussian ForeignMin-
istry spokeswoman said
the inspectors collected
samples at a laboratory
and a depot.

Google to verify identity of
buyers ofU.S. political ads

Googlewill also require
the disclosure of who is
paying for the ad. Google

Google’s blog post

comes short of declaring
support for the Honest
Ads Act, a bill that would
impose disclosure re-
quirements on online ads,
similar to what’s required
for television and other
media.

Iowa governor signs strictest
abortion regulation in U.S.

WASHINGTON—Presi-
dentDonald Trump offered
his latest teaser Friday for a
historic U.S. summit with
North Korea: The time and
place have been set but he’s
not sayingwhenandwhere.

Trump also pushed back
on a report that he’s consid-
ering thewithdrawal ofU.S.
forces fromSouthKorea.

Earlier this week, Trump
expressed a preference for
holding the“bigevent”with
North Korean leader Kim
Jong Un in the demilita-
rized zone or DMZ be-
tween North Korea and
SouthKorea.

He also said Singapore
was in contention to host
what will be the first sum-

mit of between a U.S. and a
NorthKorean leader.

Trump has said the sum-
mit was planned forMay or
early June.

A meeting with Kim
seemed an outlandish pos-
sibility just a few months
ago when the two leaders
were trading threats and
insults over North Korea’s
development of nuclear

weapons. But momentum
for diplomacy has built this
yearas therivalKoreashave
patched up ties.

In March, Trump unex-
pectedly accepted an offer
of talks from Kim after the
North Korean dictator
agreed to suspend nuclear
and ballistic missile tests
and discuss “denucleariza-
tion.”

According to South Ko-
rea, Kim has said he’d be
willing to give up his nucle-
ar weapons if the United
States commits to a formal
end to the Korean War and
pledges not to attack the
North.

But his exact demands
for relinquishing weapons
that his nation spent dec-
ades building remain un-
clear.

Trump said that with-
drawing U.S. forces from
South Korea is “not on the
table.” Some 28,500 U.S.
forces are based in the
nation.

“NowIhave to tell you, at
somepoint into the future, I
would like to save the mon-
ey,” Trump said later. “You
know we have 32,000
troops there but I think a lot
of great things will happen
but troops are not on the
table. Absolutely.”

The New York Times
reported that Trump has
asked the Pentagon to pre-
pareoptionsplans fordraw-
ing downAmerican troops.

It citedunnamedofficials
as saying that wasn’t in-
tended to be a bargaining
chip with Kim, but did
reflect that a prospective
peace treaty between the
Koreas could diminish the
need forU.S. forces inSouth
Korea.

Meanwhile, in a sign of
warming ties after a land-
marksummitbetween lead-
ers of the nations on the
peninsula, North Korea has
readjusted its time zone to
match SouthKorea’s.

The Koreas used the
same time zone for decades
before the North in 2015
created its own “Pyongyang
Time” by setting its clocks
30 minutes behind South
Korea and Japan.

Before Trump meets
Kim,Washington is looking
for North Korea to address
anotherpersistent source of
tension between the adver-
saries: the detention of
three Korean-Americans
accused of anti-state of ac-
tivities in theNorth.

Trump hinted that the
release of Kim Dong Chul,
Kim Hak Song and Tony
Kim was in the offing, but
again was sparing on the
details.

Limesupplies arepicking
up just in time for Cinco de
Mayo.

After several months of
higher-than-normal prices
and some supply shortages,
the market has eased amid
improving cropweather, ac-
cording to Stephanie Fyle,
an Atlanta-based executive
vice president of procure-
ment at Produce Alliance,
which provides fresh food
to food service clients.

That’s good news for
shoppers lookingtosqueeze
the fruit into margaritas or
flavor guacamole for the
May 5 holiday. The date of
the Mexican army’s victory
over French forces at the
Battle of Puebla in 1862 has
become a broader celebra-
tion of Mexican-American
culture in theU.S.

Lime prices typically
peak in March and April,
partly boosted by demand
ahead of Cinco de Mayo,
said Roland Fumasi, a
Fresno, Calif.-based senior
analyst at Rabobank Inter-
national. The seasonal gains
were exacerbated this year
because of adverse weather
in Mexico, where growers
who were first dealing with
drought then faced excess
rain. After conditions im-
proved, wholesale prices
fell to about $26 per 200-
lime box last week, down
from about $50 in mid-
Marchhe said.

“The spike is a seasonal
kind of pattern,” Fumasi
said. “I don’t think that
retailers are going to change
their menus because of the
higher prices. Lime is used
more as garnish for marga-
ritas these days.”

Cheaper limes aren’t the
only reason to celebrate.
Avocados, the base for gua-
camole, are less expensive
than last year. Wholesale
prices for theHassvariety in
Mexico City as of Wednes-
day are 25 percent lower
than at this time in 2017,
government data show.

Weather conditions have
made lime prices go down.

The latest Lululemon
deal continues a prolifera-
tion of the brand whose
success has sparked waves
of new competitors, par-
ticularly in affluent areas of

Chicago and other large
cities.

Lululemon’s space at
938 W. North Ave. will
include a restaurant and
workout space, according
to the construction permit.

Representatives of Lul-
ulemon did not immedi-
ately respond to requests
for comment.

Christopher Conlon,
executive vice president
and chief operating officer
of Rye, N.Y.-based landlord
Acadia Realty Trust, de-
clined to comment on the
deal.Acadia andNewYork-
based Jenel Management
Corp. bought the building
for $20million in 2013.

The owners recently
completed extensive reno-
vations to the building’s
exterior.

It’sunclearwhetherLul-
ulemon has leased all or
some of the approximately
25,000 square feet of va-
cant space in the building.
The three-level building,
formerly home to Restora-

tion Hardware and Z Gal-
lerie, currently has just
Sephora as a tenant.

Lululemon’s lease was
first reported by Curbed
Chicago, which cited the
construction permit.

Vancouver-based Lul-
ulemon already has a store
less than a mile away at
2104N.Halsted St.

Outdoor Voices’ deal is
in another building owned
by Acadia, formerly home
to an Intermix shop at 841
W. Armitage Ave. The
2,452-square-foot shopwill
open sometime in 2018,
Conlon said.

The deal continues the
trend of online retailers
opening on Armitage. Out-
doorVoiceswill joinWarby
Parker, Bonobos, Marine
Layer,TieBarandSerena&
Lilly — all of which began
primarily as e-commerce
firms — on the street.
“We’re really amazedat the
clicks-to-bricks attraction
that has emerged on Armi-
tage,” Conlon said.

Acadia was represented
in both leases byRKF retail
brokers Anthony Cam-
pagni andElanRasansky.

Outdoor Voices recently
raised $34 million in fund-
ing to help expand its
brand, from investors in-
cluding GV, formerly
known asGoogleVentures.

The company has eight
retail stores in four states
and plans five additional
locations in the coming
year, according to a Janu-
ary story in Vogue titled

“How Outdoor Voices is
Taking Over the Fitness-
ApparelWorld.”

Efforts to reach thecom-
panywere unsuccessful.

“You’re going to hear a
lot about them,” Conlon
said. “They’ve built up a
fair amount of buzz before
opening many stores, and
they have a significant
pipeline (of new stores)
nationally.”

Chicagoans near O’Hare Inter-
national Airport who spotted an

It won’t be the A380’s first trip

to O’Hare, but Friday’s British
Airways flight from London
marks the double-decker plane’s
first regularly scheduled flight to
Chicago.

Lastyear,BritishAirways said it
would begin using the A380 on
one of two daily flights between
Chicago and London. The aircraft
seats up to 469 passengers in four

cabins, including 14 first-class
suites, 97 lie-flat business-class
seats and 55 premium economy
seats, with the remaining 303 in
coach, BritishAirways said.

It’s only within the past couple
of years that O’Hare has had
facilities to accommodate the
A380, which is 238 feet long and
79 feet high, with a 261-foot
wingspan. O’Hare has had a run-
waybig enough for theA380 since

2013 but lacked gates that fit
two-level planes at the time.

Dubai-based airline Emirates
flew an A380 to O’Hare in 2016 to
test out airport improvements
designed to handle the jet, but
British Airways is the only airline
using it on a regular basis in
Chicago.

Theunemployment rates
for blacks and Latinos last
month—6.6percentand4.8

President Donald Trump
touted the decline in the
overall rate Friday.

“I thought the jobs report
was very good. The big
thing to me was cracking 4

While he acknowledged
there was symbolism in
breaking 4 percent, Holtz-
Eakin said it would be a
positive development if the

rate went down while the
labor forcewas growing.

“It’s that horse race be-
tween jobs created and the

time,” he said.

Overall, he said hewould
grade the jobs report “a B in
a world where we’d really
like to see anA-plus.”

In the 2016 presidential
campaign, Trump dispar-
aged government reports of
a falling unemployment
rate as understating the
conditionof the jobsmarket
becausesomanyAmericans
were not in the labor force.

Wage growth, which
economists have said
should pick up as the labor
market tightens, slowed in
April, a discouraging sign
forworkers. Average hourly
earnings increased 4 cents
in April to $26.84 after a
6-cent increase in March.

By con-
trast, any doc-in-the-box can do colonos-
copies and prescribe statins.

Many vets nowhave greater choice
under theVeteransChoice programcre-
ated byCongress in 2014, after a scandal
over longwait times at someVA facilities.
The program is so popular that it is slated
to run out ofmoney by early June unless
Congress acts. Lawmakers, don’t short-
change veterans. Anddon’t force them
back intoVAbuildings for ordinary prob-
lems. Keep theChoice program running.

Beyond that,we’ve seen several smart
congressional proposals tomodernize the
VA.One appealing idea:Update current
eligibility standards so that vets can visit a
private doctor even if they live close to a
VA facility or don’t have to endure long
wait times. That proposal andmany oth-
ers are stalled, awaiting a newVA leader
with “political capability.”

The Jackson debacle is a warning to
Trump staffers responsible for vetting
candidates for this job: Be better prepared
to defend the next nominee. Remember
that this is the era of #MeToo.Don’t bet
on anyone’s deference—or silence—
about pastmisconduct.More due dili-
gence on the front end eliminates aWhite
House reputation-salvaging operation on
the back end.

Millions of veterans depend on theVA
for their health care. The nextVA secre-
tarywon’t have time to learn on the job.
He or shewill need to be battle-ready to
make sure veterans get the quality of care
they deserve,when andwhere they need
it.

Often, thatwhen-and-where should
lead vets not to aVA facility but to a
nearby doctor of their choosing.

A volley ofmisconduct accusations has
trashedWhiteHouse doctorRonny Jack-
son’s reputation—anddemolishedhis
chance to lead theVeteransAffairsDepart-
ment. TheWhiteHouse vows to clear his
name.Meanwhile, PresidentDonald
Trump says he has a newcandidate in
mindwith “political capability.”

Wehopehe delivers this time. Jackson,
whohad beenTrump’s personal doctor,
was a cipher onmany of the important
qualifications to run theVA, except for one
essential prerequisite— fawning loyalty to
the president. Jacksonhadnever run a
huge, unwieldy, famously dysfunctional
and change-averse organization.Henever
encountered layers ofmanagement adept
mainly atwastingmoney and asking for
more.

Nor had Jacksonweighed in publicly on
themost important issue facing the agency:
whether to accelerate themove to allow
veteransmore private choice in their
health care.

The last VA leader, David Shulkin, didn’t
fully embrace themission of expanding
choice.He got the hook because of that
reluctance—andmounting ethical trou-
bles.

The next VA secretary needs deep expe-
rience not just in lassoing unruly bureau-
crats but in rethinking how theVAcould
better deliver health care to vets. That care
needs to be first-rate, butmuch of it is
routine anddoesn’t need to be delivered at
aVAhospital or clinic.Much of the care
veterans seek at those facilities could easily
be provided by local, private doctors and
clinics. That’s away to speed care to veter-
ans but also to help focus the agency’s
mission on the vetswhoneed specialized
care for combat-related injuries. That’s

Absentee vote
I recently observed the legislative proc-

ess our elected representatives in theGen-
eral Assembly go through in deliberating
proposed legislation that affects the resi-
dents, businesses and local governments in
Illinois.

Although I have observed this legislative
processmany times over the yearswhat I
sawduring this visit shockedme. Both
legislative chamberswere almost empty,
and legislative staff, while reviewing notes,
were running around casting votes at the
electronic voting systems at the desks of
legislativememberswhowere absent
when voteswere being cast on proposed
measures.

I later learned this practicewas allowed
underGeneral Assembly rules, as long as
those legislatorswere somewhere in the
Capitol building andhadnotified their
legislative staffmembers onhow to vote on
their behalf on legislation scheduled for a
vote.

There is something fundamentally
wrong in allowing such a practicewhen at
local levels of government, such as city
councils and school boards, it is required
that elected officials be present during the
legislative deliberation process to hear the
pros and cons of proposed legislation as it
is being debated if theywanted to cast their
votes on localmatters.

This responsible legislative voting pro-
cedure has always been required of our
electedmembers of their respective legis-
lative chambers of theU.S. Congress if they
wanted to cast their vote. As citizenswe
are required to cast our ownvotes at the
ballot box as responsible citizens andnot
let it be done by a a proxy.Why aren't our
elected representatives in theGeneral
Assembly also required to be responsible
and follow the same requirement?

Nowonderwe citizens, businesses and
local government agencies in Illinois con-
tinually have had to dealwith the conse-
quences of poorly crafted legislation that
gets voted on over the years in the Illinois
General Assembly.

TheChicagoTribuneEditorial Board

told lawmakers onApril 27 to “scrap” a
plan designed to attractmore people to
the teaching profession, taking the right
step to address the teacher shortage, by
paying teachers aminimumsalary of
$40,000.

Instead, the board suggested, people
with bachelor’s degreeswhodecidemid-
career to teach should be able to do so
with no classroomor education-related
training. Or, itwas proposed, peoplewith
associate degrees should be allowed to
lead Illinois classrooms.

“But let that conversation also be about
dropping onerous barriers to teaching.
Peel themback. Open the field. Ease li-
censing requirements,” theTribune urged.

No!
This denigration of the teaching profes-

sion exemplifies the attitude that caused
the teacher shortage in the first place and,
more recently, drove teachers inWest
Virginia, Oklahoma, Arizona and else-
where, to advocate for respectfulwages
and appropriate resources for their stu-
dents.

On one hand, policymakers,whodon’t
understand that the education of students
ismuchmore than a test score, tell teach-
ers, “Becausewewant the best for our
kids,we’re going to test our students to
prove that they’re learningwhat they’re
supposed to be learning and thenwewant
to evaluate teachers based on those tests.”

Yet, at the same time, educators nation-
wide are told by non-educators: “We
should lower the standards for the people
towhomwe entrust our children’s educa-
tion anduponwhomwe rely to fill their
headswith knowledge and stimulate a
love of learning.”

See the contradiction?The goal is “bet-
ter teaching” and “better results,” yet the
proposal is to accomplish those goals by
lowering the bar for classroom teachers.
This is illogical.

It’s painful to state something so obvi-
ous:Not everyone can teach. Acquiring a
bachelor’s degree and spending a few
years in another profession doesn’tmean
youhave the skills it takes tomanage a
classroomof 25 students. You don’twalk
in, untrained, and understand all of the
differentways those students learn and
how to assesswhether they’ve actually
learnedwhat you’ve taught them.

Those skills are not typically acquired
in the two years it takes to earn an associ-
ate degree.

Teaching is a profession. To address the
teacher shortage, instead of “easing”
teacher licensure requirements, let’s show
our teachers theirwork is valued. Ac-
knowledge that teaching is a profession.

We should have high standards for our
teachers. And,we should pay themwhat
they’reworth.

Jo Lampert plays Mary Magda-
lene in “Jesus Christ Superstar.”
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There are the beloved sym-
phonicwarhorses, the kindplen-
tifully represented onChicago
SymphonyOrchestra programs.
And then there are the perfectly
fine but unfairly neglected or-
chestral pieces that have suffered
somany bad raps that concert
producers shy away from them.

Aprime example of the latter
type is Tchaikovsky’s “Manfred”
Symphony, an ambitious, sprawl-
ing, programmatic piece that,
until RiccardoMuti revived it on
the subscription series in 2015,
enjoyed a spotty performance
history, at best, at OrchestraHall.

The electrifying account led by
SemyonBychkov as the central
work of Thursday’s concertwas
even finer,making the strongest
possible case for an extravagant,
hourlong score that belongs right
up there in the canon of
Tchaikovsky orchestralmaster-
pieces that includes the fourth,
fifth and sixth symphonies.

Loosely based onLordByron’s
1817 gothic dramatic poemof the
samename, “Manfred” uses the
biggest orchestra of any of the
composer’sworks. It sits halfway
between an epic symphonic poem
(in the vein of Berlioz’s “Sym-
phonie Fantastique”) and an
actual symphony. It’s also hugely
difficultmusic, another reason
conductors and orchestras have
long shied away from it.

Bychkov’s recent recording of
“Manfred”with theCzechPhil-
harmonic, the orchestra hewill
take over as chief conductor and
music director this fall (he andhis
newband are scheduled to bring
an all-Czech program to Sym-
phonyCenter inNovember), is
exactlywhat thismusic needs:
His passionate commitment is

matched by orchestral playing of
comparable feeling, insight and
urgency. And that’s the same kind
of “Manfred” he deliveredwith
theCSO, in top form, onThurs-
day.

The story of the heroMan-
fred’s despair, torment and re-
demption is a kind of operawith-
out singing, a dramatic narrative
that can feel bombastic and epi-
sodic unless it’s playedwith abso-
lute belief. Youheard that in the
deep-piled string sonority and
blazing brasses of the opening
movement, laid outwith an inten-
sity of feeling that brought out the
score’s dark fatefulness. Keeping
themusicmovingwith rubato
phrasing of the utmost idiomatic
naturalness is somethingRussian
conductors like Bychkov do bet-
ter than any.

Bychkov even surpassed the
strict-constructionistMuti in his
faithfulness to the score’swide
dynamic range, in his elastic
shaping of pages inwhich fren-
zied dramatic statements give
way to lushmelodies and tender
pastoralmoods. The crucial
woodwind solos of the scherzo
and thirdmovement brought
superb teamwork from the prin-
cipals, withmolten brass and
incisive percussion tomatch.

Most revealingwasBychkov’s
subtle handling of the problemat-
ic finale. Tchaikovsky has come in
formuch ridicule for throwing a
fugue in themiddle of a baccha-
nal, and conductors have tried
various tricks to “fix” the alleged
lapses. But themusicmakes per-
fect sense aswritten, andBy-
chkov knows it.With great fi-
nesse he papered over the episod-
ic structure and built to an affect-
ing, peaceful apotheosis,
undergirded by organ chords
quiet enough to avoid any trace of
kitsch.

The programbeganwith a
late-Romantic rarity so rare, in
fact, that theCSOhadnever
played it before:MaxBruch’s
Concerto forTwoPianos and
Orchestra, beautifully played by
the sister duo ofKatia and
Marielle Labeque.

The saga of howa concerto
composed in 1912was rescued
fromobscurity as late as 1971 is
convoluted and is explained per-
fectlywell in the programbook
essay. Listenerswho know
Bruch’smusic only fromhis
greatest hits – the First Violin
Concerto and “Scottish Fantasy”
—would be hard-pressed to iden-
tify him as the composer.

This is retro-romanticismwith
a vengeance,music that could’ve
been composed 60 or 70 years
before 1912 (only one year before
the scandalous premiere of
Stravinsky’s “Rite of Spring”!)
There’s nothing at all profound
here, just an agreeable,well-made
concertante piecewhosemildly
virtuosicwriting for keyboards
rather smacks of Saint-Saens and
Moszkowski. It’s a pleasant addi-
tion to the slender duo-piano
concerto repertory, but I can’t say
Iwould go out ofmyway to hear
it again.

Nothing against the terrific job
theLabeques didwith the score,
however. So finely attuned are

these superbmusicians to each
other that you could never tell
where one left off and the other
took up themusical argument.
The orchestral supportwas ex-
emplary aswell.

As their encore, the pianists
played the fourthmovement of
PhilipGlass’ FourMovements for
TwoPianos,which slyly quotes
the plainchant “Dies irae” amid
Glass’ signature swirling arpeg-
gios.

Note:American pianistMarc-
AndreHamelin haswon the
$50,000 JeanGimbel LanePrize
in PianoPerformance of theBi-
enen School ofMusic atNorth-
westernUniversity. Alongwith
the cash award, hewill have a
public recital and two residency
periods at theBienen School,
beginning inMay 2019. Previous
winners includeRichardGoode,
StephenHough, YefimBronfman,
Murray Perahia, GarrickOhlsson
andEmanuel Ax.

Tchaikovsky’s ‘Manfred’
electrified under Bychkov

Semyon Bychkov conducts the Chicago Symphony Orchestra on Thurs-
day in a program featuring Tchaikovsky and Max Bruch.
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For the past 412 years, “Mac-
beth” has been a great bear of a
play to produce. I don’tmean
because it’s boring (it’s not), or
suffering of a deficiency poetical
(hardly), or lacking great charac-
ters (you’d have to be kidding), or
that the language is difficult (it’s
perfectly clearwhen actedwell),
or even that the action is remote
of time or place.

Ha! Shakespearemerely is
talking aboutwhat goes on inside
your own skull. Teenagers get it
straightaway.

No, it’s the thorny issue of
logic. As I sat among some 700
delighted people at TheYard at
Chicago ShakespeareTheater on
Thursday night—many ofwhom
surelywere attracted by the blue-
chip nameof themasterful Teller
and the promise of darkmagic
andweird stuff bubbling out of
thewitches’ cauldrons— I found
myself being bothered by some-
thing in the performance of Ian
Merrill Peakes, the very skilled
actor in the title role. This pro-
duction—which is co-directed by
Teller andAaronPosner—had its
origins at the Folger Shakespeare
Theatre inWashington,D.C., in
2008. Peakes played the part 10
years ago too.

My issueThursday night re-
volved aroundhowPeakes shows
us all of theThane ofCawdor’s
soul-shattering guilt and self-
doubt inwithering technicolor—
in fact, the tortured psyche of the
title character is especially in-
tense here because the promised
illusions in the showmostly are
used,most effectively, to drama-
tize the shadows anddemons
raging inMacbeth’s subcon-
scious. But Peakes does not as
clearly showus theman’s ruthless
ambition—actually, let’s call it his
murderous ambition, since it
takes out a few innocent souls.

As Iwrote that down, I re-
membered that other times I have
reviewed this play, I have com-
plained about the precise oppo-
site. It’s possible to play the dude
as all ambition,without guilt,

withoutmuch sense of the per-
sonal price he is paying to get
what hewants. I now think that
there is no realway to reconcile
the two. The issue is notMacbeth,
it’s “Macbeth.”

The actor just has tomake his
choices and the critic has to
whine. And if you’re playing
Macbeth as an olderman, as is
Peakes, youwill lean toward
shades of gray, sincewhenwe get
some tread on our tires,we typi-
cally lose the revolutionary certi-
tude of our youth.We feelmore
for people;we see that absolute
victory is rarely the best course;
we’re less inclined to kick our
opponent to the curb.Most of us.

SamewithLadyM.Here you
get the luminous presence of
ChaonCross, one of Chicago’s

finest classical performers. For
most of the play, Teller, Posner
andCross gowith the reasonable
theory that she ismaking her
husbanddo it, brokering her
intelligence, sexuality and sheer
force of nature to function as an
evil puppetmaster, less consumed
by doubt thanher hubby. Cross
does all thatwell. These are dy-
namic scenes of persuasion.

But then, if you know the play,
youwill knowall about her later
remorse, her sleeplessness, her
“out damn spot” protestations. In
this production, all of that comes
totally out of nowhere. But I also
know that the scene almost al-
ways comes out of nowhere, since
it is one of the great 180-degree
turns in all of tragic literature.

Somaybe I’ve been on a quest
to see the unachievable. I should
cop to that. Although I found its
use of percussive cuing some-
times adding to its remove, “Mac-
beth” hasmany strengths.

It is populist, fast-paced, visu-
ally exciting, bekiltedwith an
insouciant authenticity, filled
with cool illusions, farmore hu-
morous thanmost and, inmany
sections, it is voraciously intel-
lectual. It’s a terrific introduction

to the play for young people. I
don’t just refer to themagic; I
refer to the vitality of the piece.
The twisted sisters (played by
McKinleyCarter, TheoGermaine
andEmilyAnnNichelson) have
been thought out verywell.
ChristopherDonohue ismoving
asDuncan. And, in the role of
Banquo, actorAndrewWhite
somehowcaptures the full pano-
ply of human expression. They
are very distinguished exceptions.

For, in general, as thrilling as
this production consistently feels,
it is invulnerable. Characters
describe the loss of everyone they
lovewithout reallymaking you
feel like theirworld has been
shattered. The psychological
torment that roams this earth
feels like a cloak designed to
conceal the deepest truths.No-
one knows themselves enough to
make everythingmake sense.

It’s probablywhat Shakespeare
fully intended. It’s just the play.
You can go a lifetimewithout
seeing it unlocked. But I still think
there is a prize behind the door.

LOUISVILLE, Ky. — He just …
feels like aKentuckyDerby cham-
pion.

Maybe it’s themassive, rippling
frame. Maybe it’s the chestnut
coat, evocative of Secretariat.
Maybe it’s the one-word name
that seems to beg for an exclama-
tion point.

For 52-year-old jockey Mike
Smith, it was the sensation Justify

gave him the first time he climbed
aboard and asked the 3-year-old
colt tomove.

“Freaky,” said Smith, who has
ridden some of the greatest
thoroughbreds of the last quarter-
century.

For a lot of people, it’s the
white-maned gentleman standing
beside the entrance to Barn 33,
Justify’s temporary home this
week at Churchill Downs. The
backstretch carnival always seems

to center on Bob Baffert when he
brings a horse to Kentucky with a
real chance ofwinning.

When Baffert — who has had
fourDerbywinners—believes ina
horse, he speaks not in bold
declarations but in subtle drips of
confidence. So it was three years
ago with American Pharoah, and
so it has been this week with
Justify, a 3-1 favorite in the morn-
ing line for Saturday’s race.

“He’s a superior racehorse,” the
Hall of Fame trainer said this
week. “He’s just so talented.”

This is Baffert’s first serious
chance towinhis fifthDerby since

“When you’re looking to as-
cend, you got to take things,”

But that buzz that persisted
between the Cubs and Cardinals
in each of the last three years felt
nonexistent Friday night at
Busch Stadium, with the Cubs’
lack of offense persisting despite
Maddon’s latestattempt togener-
ate production.

Molina shot backwith a
cryptic Instagrampost of him,
Posey and Salvador Perez,
alongwith a caption that
translated to “respect the
ranks, novice.”

Maddonwas surprised
anyonewould take the remark
thewrongway. Contreraswas
only trying to point out he
wanted to be as good as the
best, a category that certainly
includes those veterans.

“It’s a compliment,”Mad-
don said. “I see it as totally
complimentary. ‘Iwant to be
like the best.’

Asked Friday about the
possibility of bringing up
Chris Gimenez fromTriple-A
Iowa to be a backup and catch
YuDarvish,Maddon gave a
definitive “no.” Gimenezwas
hitting .207 at Iowa but had
caughtDarvishwith the
Rangers. Perhaps the comfort
zonewould helpDarvish get
out of his rut, but that implies
Contreras is partly to blame
for the pitcher’s struggles.

“Honestly, I thinkWillson
Contreras is one of the best
catchers,”Maddon said. “Two
games ago everybody thought
itwas a nice combo, and then
Yuhas a tough time and now
all of a sudden it’s the catch-
er’s fault.

“It has nothing to dowith
the catcher. Can y’all write
that down? It has nothing to
dowith the catcher. …The
least ofmy concerns is his
catching. I really don’t believe
that has anything to dowith
anything.”

Contreras, who turns 26 on
May 13, still has away to go to
be considered in the same
category asMolina, who has
six home runs and 17RBIs
and remains one of the top
defensive catchers in the
game.Molina passed Johnny
Bench onWednesday for 16th
place on the all-time list of
games caught.

“I don’t think it’s argued
toomuch (Bench) is the great-
est catcher of all time,” Cardi-
nalsmanagerMikeMatheny
said. “When you’re passing
some of the careermarks of
one of the greatest of all time,
that’s amazing tome. …He set
themark for catchers for
generations. ‘Yadi’ is becom-
ing that guy.

Iwas going to do
everything inmypower tobeback
and be part of our horse racing
family, and I’d just like to thank
them for all their support over the
course of the last sevenmonths.”

For most, the Derby may get
their hearts pumping a little faster
for a shortwhile.

For Olczyk, who reported a
clean bill of health from his
doctors in March, it goes beyond
that and even beyond a return to
his regular schedule, one not
interrupted by hospital visits and
the debilitating discomfort that
followed. It helps to know how
invested Olczyk is in handicap-

ping raceswhenhe’s not prepping
hockey commentary.

What began as a hobby mor-
phed into so much more for the
Chicago-area youth hockey star
and teen Olympian, who segued
into a 16-year NHL playing career
and brief coaching career before
reaching television. Handicap-
ping has become a lucrative side-
light in addition to providing
another opportunity forTVwork.

Olczyk has become adept at
wagering on races, whether iden-
tifying long-shot winners or
which horses to team with a
favorite in exacta, trifecta and
other combination bets.

“There is a lot of value in this
race,” Olczyk said of theKentucky
Derby. “Even if the favorite wins
orhits theboard, still there’s going

to be great opportunity because it
is such a wide-open race. … We’ll
have lots of opportunity. I don’t
thinkyou’regoingtohaveto invest
aheckof a lot inorder tobeable to
have a real successful day.”

Trainer Bob Baffert’s Justify
looks to be the favorite. Justify is
undefeated but inexperienced as
well, and it’s not clear how big a
favorite he will be, sentiment that
will affect odds for the remainder
of the field.

“Where is the rest of themoney
going to go?” Olczyk said. “You
could have maybe the sixth or
seventh choice be somewhere in
that 12- or 15-to-1 range, and we
have a 20-horse field.”

One of those long shots may be
My Boy Jack, who Olczyk said
“just always fights so hard to be
able topickup thepieces andget a
piece of it.”

Olczyk, feeling whole again or
at least close to it, no doubt can
relate.

Olczyk back where he wanted to be
While getting cancer
treatments, he eyed
return to Derby

“I would like to just say this has been the
best medicine I’ve had in a long time.”
— TV analyst Eddie Olczyk on returning to hockey and horse racing
broadcasts following his lengthy battle with Stage 3 colon cancer

American Pharoah swept to the
Triple Crown in 2015. He had a
potential favorite last year, but
Mastery fractured his left front
leg after a dominant win in the
San Felipe Stakes. Another top
contender, McKinzie, fell off the
Derby trail this year because of a
leg injury.

Which is all a way of saying
Baffert appreciates what he has
in Justify — a gifted, undefeated
horsewho seems tobepeaking at
the ideal moment. So why don’t
we just throwthegarlandof roses
on him and save the other 19
horses the trouble?

Well, there is that pesky curse.
Justify did not race as a

2-year-old. The last time a horse
won the Derby without a 2-year-
old start was 136 years ago. If you
follow the sport, you know his
name.

Baffert had fun with it this
week. Asked the biggest threat to
Justify on Saturday afternoon, he
pushed his voice to a mock-
horrified rasp and said: “Apollo!”

Ah, yes, the 1882 champion
and keeper of the curse. But it’s
not reallyacurse,more likeavery
long trend or a warning to those
whowoulddare showupwith an
insufficiently tested contender.

Buthistoryrollson, andtheera
of Secretariat and Affirmed, who
both ran nine times as 2-year-
olds, is done. It’s no longer
strange for a Derby contender to
arrive with just four or five starts
on his resume. Almost every top
trainer and owner on the back-
stretch seems to agree the Curse
of Apollo is ripe to fall.

Justify isn’t the only top con-
tender with a shot to topple it.
Magnum Moon, the 6-1 third
choice in the morning line, also
did not run as a 2-year-old.

Curses aside, there is some-
thing to the inexperience angle.
Baffert and Smith acknowledge
it’s hard to know everything
about a horse after just three
starts (only one of them a graded
stakes).

In the most important race of
his young career, the Santa Anita
Derby, Justify glided straight to
the lead andhardly broke a sweat
while holding off another top
Derby contender, Bolt d’Oro.

Butwhat if hehadn’t beenable
tomake that initial move unchal-
lenged? Howwould he react to a
bad turn of racing luck?

“We know he’s a great horse,
but still he has to do it,” Baffert
said. “When you have 20 horses,
the trip is so important — racing
luck. Ten of them are probably
going to get wiped out before the
first turn. You just hope you’re
not one of them.”

That’s why he believes it’s so
vital that Justify get off to a fast,
clean start breaking from the
No. 7 post.

“If he gets in trouble, it’ll have
an effect,” Baffert said of his
horse’s inexperience. “If he
doesn’t break well and gets be-
hind other horses, that’s when it
comes to fruition.”

Of course, skeptics raised
manyof thesamequestionsabout
American Pharoah three years
ago, and he made his own luck,
using his air-gulping stride to run
away from potential trouble.
Smith sees the same level of
talent in Justify, whom he com-
pared to Baffert’s 2001 Horse of
theYear, PointGiven.

Smith keeps going back to the
first time he rode the colt, when
he asked him to accelerate com-
ing around the far turn on a
muddy track. Justify made up
three lengths in a blink.

“What the heck was that?”

Smith recalled thinking. “He just
does things crazy easy. For as big
as he is, he’s got all that athleti-
cism.”

At Santa Anita, he sensed
Justifywasdistractedabout three
strides out of the starting gate.
Smith worried the hubbub of the
infield had caught the young
horse’s eye. That would perhaps
bodepoorly forhis chances in the
170,000-personmadhouse that is
Churchill Downs onDerby day.

As it turned out, Justify had
bent his shoe.He stillwon easily.

“Man, what would he have
done if he had just focused and
ran?” Smith said.

Many rated the 2015 crop of
3-year-olds as exceptional going
into theDerby.Only in retrospect
did American Pharoah make
themseemlikebitplayers. Justify
too faces a field packed with
gifted, accomplished rivals and
perhaps that is the biggest factor
weighing against him.

“Justify looks (as if ) he has the
mostupside, themostpotential to
improve,”NBCcommentatorand
Hall of Fame jockey Jerry Bailey
said. “But it’s as deep a Derby as
I’ve ever seen.”

“You could go halfway down
the field, and they’re all horses to
beat,” said trainer Dale Romans,
who has two contenders. “Some
yearsyoucannarrowitdown,but
I couldn’t put my money on
anybodywitha lotofconfidence.”

If Justify is to dust them all,
he’ll likely have to call on traits
thatwerehardly tested inhis first
three races. But for Smith that’s
exciting rather than daunting.

“There’s a lot about him we
haven’t seenyet, andI think that’s
a good thing,” he said. “I don’t
know how good this horse is, to
be honestwith you.”

LOUISVILLE,Ky.—Inadiffer-
ent world, Vinnie Viola and Mike
Repole might clash — two New
York guys who made fortunes
based on their outsized person-
alities and aggressive instincts.

In the realm of high-stakes
thoroughbredracing, they’repart-
ners.

Viola andRepole co-ownWood
MemorialwinnerVinoRosso, and
their union is the norm rather
than the exception for the top
Kentucky Derby contenders in
2018. Scan the connections for
these big-ticket animals, and it’s
hard to find one ownedby a single
farm or family. Partnerships are
the nameof the game.

“This sport is the most hum-
bling challenge a person can take
on,” said Viola, who co-owned
2017 Derby champion Always
Dreaming with another longtime
New York racing fan, Anthony
Bonomo. “It only helps when
you’ve got a partnerwho is also as
passionately engaged in the sport
as you are.”

Even with two high-powered
businessmen from different
worlds, the potential points of
disagreement are few, especially if
the partners share a relationship
with a prominent trainer, as Re-
pole and Viola do with Todd
Pletcher.

“Thebiggest decision youmake
once youbuy thehorse iswhoyou
send it to to train,” saidViola, who
made his money in the financial
services industry. “Andwe’re both
Todd guys. ... You see that trend
happeningmore andmore.”

Repole, who made his fortune
in the beverage industry, owns
another Derby horse, Noble Indy,
in partnership with WinStar
Farm. Again, Pletcher is the com-
mon link.

Repole said these pairings sim-
ply make sense given the supply
anddemand inmodern racing.

“A lot of times you go to sales
and you want the same three
horses that are all going to end up
going to Todd anyway,” Repole
explained. “So you say, ‘Hey,we’re
bidding on this horse and so are
you. I’m going up to ($800,000)
and so are you. So why don’t we
team up and get the horse for
($450,000) instead of somebody
going to ($810,000).’

“For me, the common denomi-
nator… is I’ll gopartnerswithyou,
but it’s got to be with Todd
Pletcher.”

Pletcherwill saddle four horses
in Saturday’s Derby, and only one,
Magnum Moon, is owned by a
single family.

“We’ve seen a trend ... of people
teaming up to buy horses to-
gether,” Pletcher said. “And (we’ll)
probably see a little more of (it) in
the near future.”

Maddon stressed he likes
Gimenez but added: “Contreras
is one of the best catchers in both
leagues. Any kind of failing on
(Darvish’s)parthasnothing todo
withWillson’s catching.”

Playing time crunch: Mad-
don’s efforts to keep his players
sharpresulted in shortstopAddi-
son Russell sitting Friday night
against theCardinals.

Cairo (pronounced
CARE-oh) has been de-
populating for decades, but
an ongoing public housing
crisis threatens its very ex-
istence. HUD closed the
Elmwood and McBride
complexes in April 2017
becauseof yearsofmisman-
agement, displacing about a
sixth of Cairo’s 2,400 resi-
dents. Cairo High School
had just 97 students, the
fewest in its history, when
classes started soon after
Carson’s visit.

The town keeps
shrinking — along with the
solutions to stabilize it — as
Illinois confronts an issue
facing states across the
country: whether to lift dis-
advantaged communities
by reviving public housing
or tell people tomove on.

“Nobody seems to know
what’s going to happen,”
Cairo Mayor Tyrone Cole-
man said in early April.
“Therewasnoplanning. It’s
taken this event to make
electedofficials even realize
we’re here.”

Carson recently pro-
posedsignificantchanges to
federal housing subsidies,
including raising rent for
low-income Americans.
The initiative, which was
criticized by housing advo-
cates and would require
approval by Congress,
would initially affect half of
the 4.7 million families re-
ceiving housing benefits,
HUDofficials said.

About 40 families remain
in Elmwood and McBride’s
livable units, the only ones
not boarded up by light-
brown plywood. Those
families have until June 30
to vacate their homes be-
fore facing eviction, accord-
ing to a HUD official. They,
along with those who have
already left, were given
public housing vouchers to
move elsewhere.

Not anymore at least.Not
since the town’s two biggest
public housing complexes
closed a year ago.

Except some afternoons
still havea slowpulse, asdid
thisThursday in earlyApril,
with a handful of kids skip-
ping around a skinny block
onCairo’s northern end.

In an hour or so they
would all be called in for
dinner and leave skate-
boards, scooters and bicy-
cles scattered on the side-
walk.The streetwould then
fall quiet again, just like the
ones next to it, the ones
across town and the ones
weaving through the Elm-
wood andMcBride housing
complexes. About 400 peo-
ple used to live in those
complexes, but now only a
fewdozen families remain.

But first there was an
important game of one-on-
one basketball to play. Two
little boys bounded toward
baskets on each side of the
block, focusinghard to keep
the ball from striking the
uneven pavement and sud-
denly bouncing beyond
their reach.

Jermar Collier, a 9-year-
old in a baggy blue shirt,
said he wants to be like
Warriors star Stephen
Curry when he grows up.
Rashad Harrison, 10, has a
different hero.

“I’m going to be the next
Paypay Taylor,” Harrison
declared, referring to De-
marius Taylor, an 18-year-
old high school guard who
could be the last basketball
star to comeout of Cairo.

Demarius Taylor floated
up and down the court in
CairoHighSchool’s gymna-
sium later that evening, his
6-foot frame squeezing
through defenders on his
way to the rim. His shots
kept pouring in, one after
another.

This is where Taylor
grew into the scorer who
averaged 28 points in his
senior season, was named
first-team all-state and
earned six votes for Illinois’
Mr. Basketball. This is
where he became another
piece of Cairo’s long basket-
ball history.

His drive to the gym cuts
through the center of Illi-
nois’ southernmost town,
which is located where the
Ohio and Mississippi rivers
meet and is closer to
Huntsville, Ala., than Chi-
cago.

On the right is the Dollar
General, one of the few
remaining stores, a gas sta-
tion that is no longer offer-
ing gas and a Subway sand-
wich shop that closed two
years ago but still is adver-
tising “SOUP AND CHILI

that just startedselling fresh
fruit, a gutted motel and
Cairo’s Historic Park Dis-
trict, filled with abandoned
mansions that hint at the
city it never became. There
is no grocery store, no hos-
pital and no community
center; the high school gym
hostsweddings, post-funer-
al meals and pickup basket-
ball runs such as the one in
whichTaylorwasparticipa-
ting and showing off his
skills.

It is also where Depart-
ment ofHousing andUrban
Development Secretary
BenCarsonstood inAugust,
an American flag hanging
beyondhis right shoulder at
center court, lamenting the
unfairness of Cairo’s situa-
tion but offering no con-
crete solutions to fix it. Two
months earlier, during a
hearing in Washington,
Carson had called Cairo a
“dying community.”

games on the road, as most
opponents were unwilling
to travel toCairo. ThePilots
finished 23-6 and five wins
short of their first state
championship.

But now they too stare
down their town’s possible
collapse and what could
also be the end of an impor-
tant basketball tradition.

“I guess I don’t know
what will happen,” Taylor
said inApril. “The teamwill
be straight. (It will) be good
unless everyone moves
away.”

Cairo overflows with
basketball hoops, from the
town’s barren south-end
streets to its northern point,
from the stone levy on its
eastern edge to the grassy
one to thewest.

There are cracked courts
behind closed schools, a
clean plexiglass backboard
at theendofonestreetanda
worn, crooked basket the
next block over. On the
town’s south side, a square
pieceofplywood is fastened
to a telephone pole and a
netless orange rim is bent
toward the ground.

The wood was taken
from one of the windows of
the boarded-up hospital
across the street.Thehospi-
tal closed in 1987. The rim is
still holding on.

“Basketball is life here,”
said Dr. Andrea Evers, the
superintendent of the Cairo
School District. “It’s a life-
line. It always has been.”

The sport is woven
through the town’s troubled
history, with the 1987, 2003
or 2004 team floating into
casual conversations.

Cairo, which is 70 per-

cent black, once aspired to
be a bustling river-trade
city. Victorian mansions
were built in the 1860swith
the town’s promising future
in mind, as were schools,
churches and restaurants
that have since shut down.

As river and rail trade
diminishedintheearly20th
century, however, jobs
started to leave town. That,
coupled with violent racial
tension that erupted in the
late 1960s, led to a mass
departure of investment in
Cairo. Its potential was fur-
ther stunted when the
Interstate 57 bridge built in
1978sent trafficamilenorth
of town — that gave trucks
and travelers little reason to
pass through and Cairo’s
service industry little
chance to develop.

That all left it in steady
decline. In 2016, Cairo’s
poverty rate reached 46.5
percent and its population
fell to 40 percent of what it
was in 1980.

Today, the Cairo School
District is the town’s largest
employer, followed by the
Bunge oilseeds plant. There
are otherwise two restau-
rants, two liquor stores and
two housing complexes
slowly emptying out.

“If Cairo goes down, I’ll
go downwith it,” saidMary
Teague, an older woman
who moved there in 1986.
“My kids keep trying to get
me tomove, but I’ll godown
with it.”

It is all they have been
hearing since last April:
Cairo is in another down-
swingandthe townisdying,
one boarded-up housing
unit at a time. This time,
there is no hope.

The high school players
heard it too as their roster
was thinned by the public
housing crisis before the
season started. A 6-foot-5
forward moved 50 minutes
north to Marion, Ill., be-
cause that provided his
mother with better job op-
portunities. Another player
left for Blytheville, Ark.

The same could happen
again next year, with more
families gone and current
players living with grand-
parents, cousins or friends
so they can stay in Cairo for
at least onemore basketball
season. HUD plans to de-
molish the Elmwood and
McBride complexes this
summer.

“We’re going to coach
whoever is here,” said Larry
Wood,who just finished his
first season as Cairo’s head
coach.

“That’s all we can do. But
either way, this year’s team
meant so much to the town
and leaves a great legacy
behind.”

A week after Cairo’s sea-
son-ending loss to Sesser-
Valier in the sectional semi-
finals, Taylor and senior
teammate Malachi Brown
sat in the school district
office and leafed through
cards made by elementary
school students.

The cards congratulated
the Pilots on a great season,
and some showed Taylor in
his No. 11 jersey, drawn in
crayon on pieces of con-
struction paper. Taylor
could not stop thinking
about how fast his senior
season ended.

“I got T’d up for no
reason,” Taylor said, refer-
ring to a technical foul
called on him in the sec-
tional semifinals. “I was
talking tomy teammate!”

“It felt like your best
friend got killed, like some-
one just robbed you,” said
Brown, who hopes to walk
on to the football team at
Southern Illinois despite
never playing in an organ-
ized game.

“It was a lot of mixed
emotions—anger, sadness.”

Taylor and Brown stayed
there with Evers, Cairo’s
superintendent, and kept
rehashing the final game of
the season. Evers, along
with Wood, the team’s
coach, is active in the play-
ers’ lives.

Evers checks on players’
schoolworkandstays late to
help them study, even
though she has a 45-minute
drive home to Paducah, Ky.
She rode the team bus to
most games and was one of
the Pilots’ only fans on the
road. She watched them
defeat much bigger schools
—somewithwellover1,000
students — while traveling

east to Kentucky, west to
Missouri and sometimes
hours north into Illinois,
often to predominantly
white communities.

Evers has also shep-
herded Taylor through his
college recruiting process.
Taylor finished his senior
season still looking for a
chance, drawing interest
from junior colleges
throughout southern Illi-
nois.

Taylor had more games
with 40 points (three) than
under 20 (two), but Cairo
did not have any kind of
weight-training program
before this season, and his
skinny framemadea junior-
college scholarship more
attainable thana shotwitha
Division I school. Cairo
players also have a difficult
time getting noticed.

“It’s hard to see how
these kids just don’t get a
fair chance,” said Evers,
wiping tears from her eyes.
“If Demarius were at a
bigger school, orMalachi at
a bigger school, people
would be looking at them.
They’dhavescholarshipsby
now. But it’s Cairo, and
you’re counted out if you’re
fromCairo.”

Behind Taylor and
Brown, the Pilots had a
successful season, but Tay-
lor had to watch the ending
from the bench after pick-
ing up the aforementioned
technical foul against
Sesser-Valier.

“I didn’t even come to
school thenextday,”hesaid.

“Me either,” Brown said.
“I couldn’t face it,”Taylor

muttered, but by the next
day he hadno other choice.

Taylor smacked his right
hand against the ball,
Cairo’s bleachers empty
aside from a few toddlers
playing tag, and dashed
toward the right elbowwith
hiseyes fixedontheshifting
defense.

The court was filledwith
players fromCairo’spresent
and past for that evening
pickup run in early April.
Taylor made 10 straight
shots during one stretch,
switchinghands in theair to
spin in a lefty layup, pulling
up for a 5-foot floater and
finally stepping behind the
3-point line to bury a jump
shot.

“Yo,Pay,youget thatoffer
at Lincoln yesterday?” Carl-
tonJackson,whograduated
from Cairo in 2015, asked
after the games wrapped
up. Taylor smiled and nod-
ded.

EvershadbroughtTaylor
to Lincoln College in Illi-
nois foravisit, traveling four
hours in the minivan used
for theschool’sdriver’s edu-
cation classes, and he left
with a scholarship offer to
play NAIA basketball. It’s a
step below the NCAA but
gives Taylor the potential
opportunity to transfer to a
Division I program.

“You can go anywhere
after that, man!” Carlton
yelled.

“That’s the hope,” Taylor
said quietly, his teeth
stained red by two big gulps
of a fruit-punch drink, his
grin fading into his round
face.

He stepped into a cool
evening, a light breeze
pushing off the Ohio River,
and into a car in the high
school’s gravel parking lot.
Taylor’s family will soon
move to Marion when they
too have to leave the only
placehehasever lived.He’ll
miss Cairo, the courts he
grew up playing on, the
school hallways that
hummed with his name, all
the friends who might not
be there if he ever comes
back to visit.

But first therewas anoth-
er drive cutting through the
center of town, past the
guttedmotel, thegaslessgas
pumps, the abandoned
mansions and finally to the
quieted McBride housing
complex. That’s still Tay-
lor’s home — down but not
yet finished.

Downtrodden Cairo finds
a lifeline with basketball

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ORLANDO,Fla.—This is
not a story of water under
the bridge for Shaquem
Griffin.

Those involved in
Griffin’s journey would like
you to believe the water
flows freely to an oasis
whereNFLdreamsarereal-
ized, but Griffin’s undeni-
able success and infectious
grin hide a more compli-
cated tale.

It’s a tale about a football
player with one hand, his
other amputated when he
was 4, the result of compli-
cations from a rare birth
defect called “Amniotic
Band Syndrome.”

Somesuggest that former
Central Florida coach
George O’Leary held back
Griffin, who would eventu-
allyblossominto theAmeri-
can Athletic Conference’s
Defensive Player of theYear
once O’Leary and his staff
left.

Theywill tellyouO’Leary
redshirted Griffin in 2013
because Griffin had only
one hand. It was because of
that missing hand, they say,
thatO’Learyneverexpected
muchofGriffin.

Others, however, will tell
you it was O’Leary’s fore-
sight that helped Griffin’s
growth as a football player.
O’Leary and his staff were
focused onhis development
and theydecided to redshirt
him, separating him in eligi-
bility from his twin brother,
Shaquill.

“In my opinion, and this
is where I was wrong, I
wanted to play Shaquem
just because Shaquill was
playing,” said former UCF
defensive backs coach Kirk
Callahan,who recruited the
Griffin twins to the school.

“I wanted to keep them
together, even if Shaquem
was just playing on special
teams. But if we had done
that back then, (Shaquem)
would not have been able to
have this redshirt senior
season. And look where he
is now.”

Was it really necessary to
separate the two?

Shaquill played a sparse
special-teams role himself
as a freshman in 2013. He
too could have easily been
redshirted, but Shaquem
was the only one who got
held back.

Accounts from Shaquem

over the years tell us it was
his belief he was redshirted
solely because he has only
one hand. If it weren’t for
his twin brother, Shaquem
would have leftUCF.

“It was tough for me
coming from high school
and being that guywhowas
always playing and then
having to sit and wait my
turn,” he said. “Mentally, it
was taxing.

“Leaving was a thought,
but when you have a
brother who is so support-
ive it makes decisions like
that even harder. And we
wanted to stick together.
I’m glad I made the choice
to staywith him.”

What has transpired is
something Callahan and
former UCF director of
player personnel Drew
Hughes talked about back
when the twins first arrived
atUCF.

“We always said that if
this thing plays out the way
we think, it would be an
‘ESPN 30 For 30’ or ‘E:60,’ ”
Callahan said.

Theywere right.
“It seems every time I

turn on the TV now, they
have some typeof special on
(Shaquem),” Callahan said.

Shaquill, who just com-
pleted his rookie season as a
cornerback with the Sea-
hawks, has said he would
have transferred from UCF
if his brotherhaddecided to
leave. They both stayed.

Now Shaquem is joining
his brother in the NFL —
and with the Seahawks,
whodraftedShaqueminthe
fifth round last weekend.
Shaquill was a third-round
pick in 2017.

Callahan remembers
when he was recruiting the
twins out of Lakewood
High in St. Petersburg, Fla.
Upon first showing O’Leary
film of the duo, Callahan
admits he didn’t let on right
away that Shaquem had
only one hand.

It was a bit of a risk for
Callahan, who was recruit-
ing his initial class of pro-
spects as a college assistant
coach.

“So we (along with
O’Leary) graded out their
film, and both of them
graded as offerable,” said
Callahan, who is out of
football and working in
sports orthopedics in Talla-
hassee, Fla.

“We weren’t up front
with Coach O’Leary, so he

was busting on me back
then, saying, ‘You’re telling
me that in your first recruit-
ing class you’re going to sign
a kid with just one hand?’
But he said that as long as
they were both legitimately
over 6 (feet), he would offer
them.They justhad tocome
on campus, and that’s when
he first got tomeet them.

“Coach O’Leary kind of
set himself apart from the
other schools by saying he
wouldn’t take one without
the other. I know that reso-
natedwith both of them.”

O’Leary said he has fond
memories of his first meet-
ingwith the twins.

“I could see the grin on
their faces when I said I
wasn’t taking one without
the other,” O’Leary said. “It
was something theywanted
to hear, and I think they
committed that day or the
next day. Some schools
wanted Shaquill and some
wanted Shaquem, but no
one wanted (to offer) both
of them (scholarships).”

Once the two arrived on
campus, however, the deci-
sion was made to redshirt
Shaquem. He wasn’t quite
ready for college football in
O’Leary’s opinion.

“It wasn’t a hard deci-
sion,“ O’Leary recalled. “I
thought Shaquill was a step
ahead at the time and was
playing better, plus we had
somepeople (at safety)who
were pretty good players. It
wasn’t (as if ) wewere look-
ing to play redshirts or
freshmen right away.

“I don’t even think
Shaquill (a cornerback)
played thatmuch as a fresh-
man. That’s usually the way
with most freshmen unless
they are exceptional.”

And, O’Leary assured, it
had nothing to do with
Shaquem having just one
hand.

“The one hand wasn’t a
real restriction as far as
what he was doing,”
O’Leary said.

The depth at safety af-
forded the opportunity to
redshirt Shaquem. Callahan
took it a step further, zero-
ing in onShaquem’s eventu-
al transition to linebacker.

“My thought was that we
had him out of position. ...
He was going to be a safety,
but he was going to end up
in the box at some point,”
Callahan said. “So that was
his targetposition.Wenever
saw him as a true, middle-
of-the-field safety. That
wasn’t his cup of tea.

“Obviously the times
with Coach O’Leary were

sometimes tough on every-
body, but especially tough
on (Shaquem). But tough
times make tough people. I
think going through that
tough time has only helped
himget even higher than he
thought he could.”

What turnedout tobe the
perfect cup of tea was the
hiring of Scott Frost follow-
ing O’Leary’s midseason re-
tirement during a winless
season.

“(Shaquem) isverybright
and very intelligent, but he
was such a pleaser and it
wasalmost(as if )hewastoo
scared or too intimidated to
make a mistake,” Callahan
said. “It’s hard being in
O’Leary’s program because
he’s the type of person who
isalwaysgoing tobehardon
you, especially if he likes
you.

“What (Shaquem)
neededwas exactlywhat he
got with Scott Frost: a total
change of culture, a more
positive and less verbally
aggressive coaching staff.
And lookwhat he did.”

Frost and defensive coor-
dinator Erik Chinander im-
mediately saw Shaquem’s
potential to become a play-
maker.

“To be honest, before I
got here people said, ‘Hey,
there’s akid runningaround
out there. He’s got (one)
hand (and) can’t play,’ ”Chi-
nander told the Orlando
Sentinel in September 2016,
the beginning of Shaquem’s
breakout season.

“When I got here, I said,
‘Ah, let’s see. I don’t know,
maybe they’re right and he
can’t play.’ We put him out
with (the) third-string, then
second-string and then
first-string, and he just said,
‘I’m taking this job.’

“I’m happy for him be-
cause when he’s out there,
you don’t know he’s got one
hand unless you’re really
looking because he’s a
beast.”

The players’ mother,
Tangie Griffin, said Frost
and his staff were like a
beacon of hope.

“WhenCoachFrostcame
in, that was the light,”
Tangie said. “Sometimes
when you see things (as if )
you are in adark tunnel, you
think you’re never going to
get a chance. When Coach
Frost came in, it was like
bright lights. We are so
grateful that it happened.”

To this day, Shaquem
insists he holds no grudges
against O’Leary, but he has
taken parting shots at the
former coach from time to

time. And Shaquem repeat-
edly has said those who
have doubted him only
strengthenhis resolve.

“Holding a grudge is not
going to help me,” he said.
“It’s not going to make me
anybetter. I’minagoodspot
now, but I wish they would
have given me a shot when
they had the chance.

“It was like a roller coast-
er at UCF, with highs and
lows, but overall it was a
good ride. You look at the
stadium and see ‘National
Champions.’ It doesn’t get
any better than that.”

Tangie Griffin said there
hasbeennocommunication
with O’Leary since he
abruptly retired in the mid-
dle of the winless 2015
season. She does acknowl-
edge that perhaps time
away from Shaquill was a
good thing for Shaquem last
season, when the Knights
went 13-0 andwere theonly
unbeaten team in the
NCAA’s Football Bowl Sub-
division.

“It gave him a chance to
see, ‘What can I do on my
own?’ ” Tangie said. “Usu-
ally, when you have your
brotherwith you, he’s push-
ing you even more. When
(Shaquill) wasn’t there, it
was more like, ‘OK, it’s time
forme todo the things that I
have to do.’ So yes, maybe it
was a good thing (because
Shaquem’s) rolewas bigger.

“He just took over (that
team) and it was a big turn,
and I was like, ‘Wow.’ Some
of the things he was doing I
didn’t expect. Maybe that’s
what it took ... for him to be
doingwhat he’s doing now.”

Tangie believes in pos-
itive things coming from
negative situations and she
has passed that positive
energy on to her twin boys,
who light up any room they
enter. They are the darlings
of Knight Nation and soon
to be the darlings of the
NFL.

“Yeah, because we’ve al-
ways taught them about
negative,” Tangie said. “If
something negative is com-
ing your way, you turn it
aroundandmake it positive.
And they get the smile from
me because I’m always
smiling. I’m smiling so
much that sometimes I
don’t even know I’m smil-
ing.”

That smile and her pos-
itive energy helped “Keem,”
as he’s called by friends and
family members, get
through the hardship of a
redshirt season.

“Itwas just the supportof

the family that helped get
himthrough it,”Tangie said.
“Every day he would call,
and before I would pick up
thephone I just knew itwas
something thatwasn’t right,
somethingwasn’t good.

“So I would have a quick
prayer before I would even
say hello. I would just tell
him, ‘When it’s your time, it
will come. You’ve just got to
be patient.’

“And yes, there were
times Keem wanted to
leave. If Keem would leave,
his brother was going to
leave with him. So his
brother made sacrifices as
well, and we’d tell
(Shaquem), ‘You aren’t the
only one going through this
hardship of not playing.’ ”

Some of Shaquem’s close
friends back in St. Pete still
call him “Beast,” just as
Chinander did. His brother
will even call him that
sometimes — if they’re not
trash-talking each other
aboutwho’s a better basket-
ball player, bowler or video-
gameplayer.

Shaquemmight have just
one hand, but his brother
has never taken it easy on
him.

They’ve endured and
emerged as better, stronger,
more eager football players
and leaders.

“They’re good kids with
good parents and they
ended up having great ca-
reers at UCF,” O’Leary said.
“There is no question that
(Shaquem) matured very,
very well, and I was happy
for the success he had (in
college).

“I’m hoping in the NFL
it’s the same way for him. ...
He can play coverage, he
can tackle, he’s an aggres-
sive guy. ... He has that one
thing you can’t give kids,
and that’s speed. He has a
knack for the ball and he’s
an enthusiastic guy, and
those are a couple things
you can’t really teach.”

TheGriffinbrothershave
touched many lives. They
have grownup to be ambas-
sadors for not just UCF and
college football but for
youths looking for inspira-
tion to help get them over
whatever hurdles may sit in
their paths.

There are still doubters
out there, but Shaquem dis-
counts the hatred. As his
mom always taught him, he
tries to turn all of it into a
positive.

He always has been that
one-handed kid. Why
should it start bothering
himnow?

A
s the EPA and Congress
spar over whether
to relax existing fuel
economy standards and
environmentalists fret over
the possible effects, it’s

instructive that the three top-selling
new vehicles in the United States last
year were the Ford F-150, Chevrolet
Silverado and Ram 1500, according
to data from industry publication
Automotive News. A mere six full-size
pickup nameplates accounted for 2.4
million light vehicle sales for a 13.7
percent market share. And that’s not
counting midsize pickups, whose five
nameplates accounted for an additional
452,335 units in 2017, good for another
2.6 percent of market share. The
bottom line: Eleven models account for
16.3 percent of the market.
In contrast, the 81 hybrid, plug-in

hybrid and battery electric vehicles
offered last year interested 558,653
buyers, good for a 3.2 percent market
share. That’s less than Ford or
Chevrolet managed on their own with
one pickup truck.
If the thought makes you want to

curse your fellow Americans as luddites
as you cry in your kale salad, realize
that pickup trucks are an American
cultural touchstone that alt-fuel vehicles
are not. Besides, pickups are modern
day Conestoga wagons; every bit as
useful and far more comfortable. Of
course, Americans’ historic love of these
vehicles stems from one fact: They’re so
darn handy. Haul shrubs, tow a trailer,
schlep your family; a pickup does it all.
But until the past decade or so, you’d

never call pickup trucks indulgent or
opulent. And while there have been any
number of special models or trim lines
that ladled on the options like barbecue
sauce at a pig roast, they always felt
added on, almost as a marketing
afterthought.
That’s not the case with the 2019

Ram 1500, redesigned from stem to
stern and available in Tradesman, Big
Horn, Rebel, Laramie, Longhorn and
Limited trims. Quad and Crew Cabs
come with a 6-foot, 4-inch bed; Crew
Cabs can also be fitted with a 5-foot,
7-inch bed. Payload is now 2,300
pounds, while towing capacity tops out
at 12,750 pounds. It’s also some 225
pounds lighter thanks to extensive use
of high-strength steel, although there
is some aluminum used, such as on the
dampened tailgate.
While the 2019 Ram will be offered

with a 305-horsepower 3.6-liter V-6
with a standard mild hybrid system, or
a 395-horsepower 5.7-liter V-8, only
the V-8 will be initially available. Power
is delivered through an eight-speed
automatic transmission to rear-wheel or
all-wheel drive.
Having sampled the Rebel off-road

and the Big Horn and Laramie on-road,
this truck’s excellence is evident whether

traversing deep ruts and deep sand
with the Rebel or towing a 5,900-
pound boat trailer with the Laramie.
The V8 provides ample power, and
the transmission always seems to be in
the perfect gear. The four-wheel drive
system performs as effortlessly off-road
as it does in Jeeps. Steering is nicely
weighted and surprisingly crisp.
A Conestoga was never this much

fun to drive.
And there are options to improve

driving pleasure, such as an air
suspension, Off-Road Package with
a one-inch suspension lift, blind-
spot monitoring that includes trailer
coverage, trailer-sway dampening, a
surround view camera, and adaptive
front-lighting that points lights around
turns.
Throughout it all, the Crew Cabs

were a welcome respite of civilization
from the forest primeval. Here, it’s
obvious that a modern, high-tech cabin
with premium materials was part of
the plan from the start. So it’s little
surprise that the Ram is astonishingly
quiet and comfortable, not to mention
extraordinarily roomy. In fact, aside
from limousines, few if any vehicles
have 45 inches of rear legroom,
regardless of nameplate. And there’s lots
of storage space, including two glove
boxes and a roomy center console with
a lid that lists metric conversions and
fractions to decimals on its underside.
There are even two rear in-floor storage
bins. An optional panoramic sunroof
adds to its feeling of spaciousness.
But it’s the instrument panel

that’s truly notable, particularly on
pricier models. At its center is a large
infotainment screen that’s easy to use
and features sophisticated graphics.
Below resides toggle switches, a wireless
charging dock and up to five USB and
USB-C ports.
And of course the Ram is

well dressed, wearing a far more
sophisticated wardrobe, while retaining
elements of its tough highway tractor
past. The grille is quite fussy, but no
more so than your typical western boot,
and each trim gest its own unique face.
It’s clearly the finishing touch to a

pickup truck that is clearly the one to
beat in its class. You might be able to
buy other full size pickups, but you
won’t find a better one than the 2019
Ram 1500. And while it’s as handy
as a Conestoga, it’s a far better rig to
wrangle.
